These past two weeks have been a wonderful learning experience for your children and myself!


Math Workshop:


We have went deeper into making number sentences by learning the partners of each number, our doubles (2 + 2 = 4), equalities, and odd/even numbers. Please practice counting coins (pennies, nickels, and dimes) with your child. Also, continue to practice counting by 5’s and 10’s to 40 at first, then to 100!


Reader’s Workshop:


This week we have continued to learn about making predictions and focusing on what we read. 1st graders should be able to read for 15 minutes or more by the end of the year, so focusing on what we read is a big goal for us! Please practice this at home! We have also focused on learning the 5-finger strategy: Look and think (pictures), look for little words, look for sounds you know, make a guess, and check and reread the sentence. These are great strategies that GOOD readers use when they read! We have also finished our research on different leaders in our community. We learned more about firefighters, teachers, doctors/dentists, and police officers. We will be starting our study on citizenship and democracy next week.


Writer’s Workshop:


We have finished discussing the writing process and your child now knows the process for publishing a book in our class! Your child’s first published book will appear on Voicethread within the next month! We will continue to work on ways to edit our stories and add more details to make it more interesting. Please work with your child on using lowercase letters as this is a big goal for 1st grade!
