Class Behavior System:

Students can earn up to 4 crowns a day (located above cabinet by computers). Crowns cannot be taken away once you give them to them. Tables can get their table sticks moved if they are working hard or if they cleaned up nicely. THE BOOK (3-ring binder by door) is where you can have students sign if they are not listening, playing, etc. 

Student Work:

Lunch Procedures:

Line students up by table color at 11:15 (lunch starts at 11:25). Remind students to get lunch bag or money/lunch number for lunch. Have students show you 1, 2, and 3! (1 = mouths are quiet, 2 = facing forward with feet together in one square, 3 = hands down to your side, 4 = still as a statue!). Walk students down to the restroom across from the cafeteria. Students should line up on the right hand side with the first person stopping on the teal tile. Pick 1 student to be the statue picker (they will pick someone standing straight and tall) while you allow 4 girls and 4 boys to use the restroom at a time.  Students line up on the left side facing the opposite direction and stop at the last yellow tile. Then walk around to the lunch room doors. Students can earn 3 checks (1 for their line getting food, 1 for how they sit at their table, and 1 for their line to go out of the dining room). Pick students up at 11:55 at the doors across from the restroom.

	Reader’s Workshop 10:00-10:45

	Common Core: 

	Mini-Lesson: Read the story: “A Silly Snowy Day” (located in top desk drawer on left). As you read, model how parts of the story remind you of something you have seen, heard, or done before!

Use the “Text-to-Self” connection paper. Have students write about 1 thing that happened in the story and then 1 thing that it reminds them of (maybe a time when they played in the snow, or when they fell down, or when they tried something new, etc.). They must write 3 complete sentences for each side and draw a detailed picture for each side (quality coloring – super deluxe work!). 

	Writer’s Workshop/Science 10:45-11:15
Common Core:
Allow students to get their science journals from their cubbies. Have them bring them back to their table.  Have them “put 1st things first” and write their short date at the top of their next new page. Tell students to choose 5 objects (draw a picture of each) and write 3-5 describing words for each one (hard, round, heavy, smooth, etc.).

	Please have students clean up at 11:15 and show you which table is ready. Please move the table stick of which table is the quickest and quietest. Call tables by their color (supply caddies) to line up at the door with their lunch/lunch money. Please walk them down to the bathrooms across from the dining room. Allow 4 girls and 4 boys l and to enter at one time by tapping them on the shoulder. You may pick a “statue picker” to pick the student who is standing tall and quiet like a statue – while you wait. 	Math Workshop 12:45-1:45

	Common Core:

	Review pattern block shapes with students.  

Hexagon, trapezoid, triangle, parallelogram, etc. by holding up those shapes and having students whisper to their neighbor what shape it is (you can also have them whisper how many sides it has or how many corners).

Pass a pattern-block picture outline to each student. Put a pile/basket of pattern blocks (located by door in bins) on each table. Allow students to use the blocks to make the outlined shape. Remind students that the shapes must fit in the lines. Tell them that if another person at their table finished their puzzle, then they can trade puzzles.

At 20 minutes, have the table put their puzzles in a pile at their table. Then, switch the piles of puzzles by giving them to another table. Allow students to work on the new puzzles they have received.

	Writer’s Workshop/Science 10:45-11:15

	Common Core:

	Allow students to get their science journals from cubbies (call groups by tables) and bring back to their seat. Have them “put 1st things 1st” and write their short date at the top of their next new page. Tell students to write about as many sounds as they can think of. Sounds inside, sounds outside, in the car, in the store, in school, etc. Have them draw a picture of each sound and write a sentence for each one.

Remind students to line their numbers up and remind them which side their plus/minus sign goes on.

Model for students how you can roll a die twice to get the numbers for your number sentence. They then can use any kind of counting strategy to add the numbers together (fingers, dots, lines, number line, counting up, etc.).

Model for students how they can roll a die twice to make a subtraction number sentence. (They must use the bigger number on top!!!!).

Pass out a piece of paper to each students. AFTER students have folded the paper, drawn their lines, and written their name/short date, THEN they may receive 1 die and begin playing. Addition first on one side, then flip over and make subtraction on the other.

	Common Core:

	Model for students how you can use objects to help you add things together. Tell them that they will be using unifix cubes (located in bins by door) to make addition number sentences today. Show them how to take 2 numbers (4 cubes and 6 cubes put together in two sticks) and create a number sentence: 4 + 6 = 10 or 10= 6 + 4.

Remind students that if they are building with the blocks and not making number sentences that they will lose their privilege of using the cubes and have to do the work on their own without the cubes. 

Using a piece of lined paper, students may write their name and date. Students may write the number sentences they make with their cubes. Encourage students to write them forwards and backwards.
