NCSCOS:

· change the beginning, middle, and ending sounds to produce new words.

Learning Outcomes:  At the end of this lesson, students will:

- Change the beginning, middle, and ending sounds to produce new words.
- Generate the sounds of consonant blends and long and short vowel patterns.

- Decode one-syllable words when reading words and text.

- Recognize high frequency words by sight.
Rationale for selecting the learning outcomes:

Student will be able to blend unknown words independently and increase sight word knowledge when reading.

Materials: 

-Guided Reading Assessment Page
-Guided Reading Lesson Plan (TRI page)

-Previously read text for fluency (Katie Couldn’t)

-New text for guided reading (Guard the House Sam!)
-Letter tiles (ch, a, t, u, h, sh, o)

-Dry-Erase Board with letter spaces marked

-Dry Erase markers and Kleenex to erase

-Ring of sight word sayings

-Sentence strip (for writing piece)

-Scissors (to cut sentence apart)

-Pencil and eraser (for student)

-Marker

LESSON ACTIVITIES:

· Review previously taught material

-Student reads former text to practice fluency (Katie Couldn’t)
· Anticipatory Set (Motivation)


CHANGE ONE SOUND:

-Student will make the word CHAT with letter tiles on the back of the dry-erase board. Student will then change one sound consecutively to create the following words: hat, hut, shut, shot. 
· Overview of learning outcomes to pupils (stated and on board)

Today we are going to practice blending words as we do “Read, Write, Say”. I am going to write a word and I would like to see if you can blend the word and read it aloud. 
· Development of lesson  


READ, WRITE, SAY:

Student will attempt to blend the following words one at a time (shirt, trash, crash, chair, cheese, and chilly). If student can blend the word correctly independently, they can move on to the next word. If they cannot blend the word independently, the student will write the word again underneath the original word and say each sound as he/she writes it. The student will then blend the word with their hand.
SIGHT WORD READING:

Student will attempt to read previously selected sight word sentences on flash card ring. Teacher will choose 1-2 new sight words to add to the stack. Student will generate 1 simple sentence for each new sight word. Teacher will write the new sentence and highlight the sight word with marker. Student will practice the 1-2 new sentences.

GUIDED READING:
Student reads new guided reading text aloud. Student will attempt to blend unknown words independently. After several attempts, teacher will intervene. Teacher will support student by reminding the student to put the word together as they read it, look at the first sound, look at the ending sound, and look for parts they already know (chunking). 
WRITING:

Student will generate 1 sentence about the text that was read. Student will say the sentence aloud. Teacher will guide the student in writing the sentence with correct sounds, capitalization, punctuation, and sight word knowledge. Teacher will re-write the sentence underneath the student’s and read the sentence aloud. Teacher will cut the sentence apart and have the student put the sentence back together. 
· Differentiation

-The student is an ESL student. The student has not yet mastered the difference between “sh” and “ch”. I will direct the student to the poster behind me and link any new unknown words to her prior knowledge. The ring of sight word sentences are words that this particular student still needs to master. 
· Covey connection

-Put First Things First

We are going to Put First Things First by looking at the first sound in the word. Then we will put the sounds together as we read the word. 
· Quality connection

-Bubble Map “CH Words”

Student will generate words that have the “ch” sound and sound each word out as he/she writes it in the bubble. 
· Assessment

Summative-


Review guided reading assessment page and running record.
Formative- 


Listen to student read (listen for sight word knowledge, blend knowledge, and word endings). Guide student in writing a complete sentence with correct sounds, capitalization, punctuation, and sight word knowledge. 
· Closure (Link back to objective:  ask students, “What did you learn?”)

Ask the student what he/she will do if he/she gets to a word he/she does not know? (Blend it together!)
