Components of the Leadership Model:

· Covey – Seek first to understand then to be understood
· Baldrige – affinity diagram, bone diagram, lotus diagram
· Rigor & Relevance –Evaluation: “How would you feel if you were told you could not bring your most special possession to a new place?” Analysis: “How are your feelings similar to those of the Pilgrims?”a
· Essentials in Leadership – During group presentations, students will respect other students’ comments, opinions, or ideas. Students will address each other and adults with respect and be positive members of the group.  They will respond with “Yes ma’am” or “No ma’am”, “Please,” etc.   Students will take their time in completing the assignment and put in 100% effort.

Learning Outcomes: 
The students will problem solve and evaluate items needed for coming to the New World.  They will compare their life today with the life of the Pilgrims.
Materials:  

· Affinity diagram with question “What would you pack if you were going to a new place?”
· Sticky notes for each child

· Suitcase and shoebox as well as common ideas of what students may say they would pack (clothes, books, toothbrush, shoes, toys, games, etc.)

· Bone Diagram for each pair of students (What had you planned to bring and then what would you now bring)

· Classroom Lotus Diagram (What was really important for the pilgrims to pack)

LESSON ACTIVITIES:

· Review previously taught material:  “Recently we’ve been talking about Thanksgiving and why we celebrate Thanksgiving.  Who were the people that were a part of the 1st Thanksgiving?  Why do you think we celebrate this holiday?  Why is this holiday special?

· Anticipatory Set (Motivation): Have students share ideas on affinity diagram of “what would you pack if you were going to a new place?”  Have students share ideas and sort ideas into categories on affinity diagram.

· Use props of a suitcase and shoebox with commonly named items that you may take on a trip (clothes, books, toothbrush, shoes, toys, games, etc.).  Show students that today we are able to pack items in a suitcase, but the pilgrims could only bring the necessities and could only pack enough items to fit inside of a shoebox.  There wasn’t enough room on the Mayflower.  How would you choose what items to bring?  What items would you have to leave at home?  How have your ideas changed about what you have chosen to pack?

· Have students then record with a partner on a bone diagram, if you were a pilgrim, what had you planned to pack?  Then, what would you now bring?  Students will share their tool with the class as to how their ideas of changed.  
· Students will then come together as a class to complete a lotus diagram of “seeking to understand the pilgrims, what was really important for the pilgrims to bring?”

Differentiation: 

Partner roles will be assigned based on students’ strengths and talents.  When sharing their ideas with classmates, some students will elaborate more than others.  Some may give one or two word explanations, some will use short phrases, and others will use multiple sentences. 

Covey connection:


Seek first to understand then to be understood-the students will make a connection with the Pilgrims concerning how they must have felt having to leave many of their prized possessions behind when they moved to the new world.
Put First Things First-the students will understand that the Pilgrims had to prioritize their possessions and bring only those things that were needed most.

Assessment:

The students will be able to make a connection with the Pilgrims and will understand the priority of taking care of needs before wants.

Closure:

Remind students that we made a connection with the Pilgrims today.  We found out that we have to make sacrifices sometimes when we put first things first.
