Components of the Leadership Model:

· Covey – Begin with the End in Mind
· Baldrige – Lotus of “Qualities of a Leader” previously created on Kidpix
· Rigor & Relevance – Students will be able to share how they are beginning with the end in mind as they create their Leader Super Hero.
· Essentials in Leadership – Students will address each other and adults with respect and be positive members of the group.  They will respond with “Yes ma’am” or “No ma’am”, “Please,” etc.   Students will take their time in completing the assignment and put in 100% effort.

Learning Outcomes:  At the end of this lesson, students will:

· Be able to explain how they must Begin with the End in Mind when designing a “leader” super hero.
· Be able to list qualities of a good leader and explain why they think a leader should have these qualities.
Materials: 
· Venn Diagram of “Citizen vs. Leader” (used in previous lesson)
· Lotus Quality Tool of “Qualities of a Leader”(used in previous lesson)

· Construction paper for Leader Super Hero design (1 per group)
· Pencils for each student.

· Job ID labels (Writer, Illustrator, Project Manager, Speaker)

· Markers and colored pencils
LESSON ACTIVITIES:

· Review previously taught material

· Lesson will begin with the song, “Begin with the End in Mind” and a discussion of the song’s meaning.
· Review the differences of a “Citizen vs. Leader” (Venn Diagram) from previous lesson.

· Briefly discuss qualities of a leader.

· Anticipatory Set (Motivation)
· Students will be given jobs for their design project. (Labels will be at their seat already). Explain to students each of the jobs and tell students that this will help them to use synergy in their group so they may work nicely together.
· Overview of learning outcomes to pupils (stated and on board)

· Students will Begin with the End in Mind by reviewing their KidPix lotuses of “Qualities of a Leader” and use that information to collaboratively create a Leader Super Hero design that the entire school can vote for.
· Students will be able to explain how they are Beginning with the End in Mind.
· Development of lesson  

· Referring to the Venn Diagram made previously in the week, students will make a connection about how citizens are different from leaders. Students will then review different qualities of a leader.

· Following anticipatory set, students will participate collaboratively with their group by designing a Leader Super Hero based on their previous lotuses (Qualities of a Leader).

· Students will then share with their group how they can use the Covey Habit of “Begin with the End in Mind” when designing their Leader Super Hero.
· Students will then confer with their group about how they used the Covey Habit of “Begin with the End in Mind” and how he/she uses “Begin with the End in Mind” in his/her own life.

· Differentiation

· As students are creating their design, some will draw pictures and write initial sounds. And still others will be able to draw pictures, label correctly with inventive spelling, and write sentences. ESL students will have the opportunity to share and talk with their small group as opposed to the whole class.
· Covey connection

· Students will make a connection to how their group used “Begin with the End in Mind” and how they use, or have used, the same Covey Habit in their own life.

· Quality connection

· Students will create a lotus (Qualities of a Leader) on the computer using KidPix.
· Assessment

· Formatively, students will create a design of a Leader Super Hero using their “Quality of a Leader” lotuses.
· Summatively, students will make a strong and relevant connection to the Covey Habit “Begin with the End in Mind”. 

· Closure (Link back to objective:  ask students, “What did you learn?”)
· As students complete their designs, they will have 2 minutes to confer with their group about how they used the Covey Habit “Begin with the End in Mind”. Students will then share aloud with the whole class.
