Components of the Leadership Model:

· Covey – Seek first to understand then to be understood
· Baldrige – flowchart, bubble map
· Rigor & Relevance – Analysis and Evaluation –choice for class president and being able to explain it.
· Essentials in Leadership – During group presentations, students will respect other students’ comments, opinions, or ideas. Students will address each other and adults with respect and be positive members of the group.  They will respond with “Yes ma’am” or “No ma’am”, “Please,” etc.   Students will take their time in completing the assignment and put in 100% effort.

Learning Outcomes: 
 At the end of this lesson, students will be able to demonstrate how the voting process in a democracy works. They will see how a book character finds her voice.

Materials:  

· Grace for President by Kelly DiPucchio
· Large light colored pieces of construction paper (1 per group), pencils, markers, crayons
· Lotus diagram for each group with the words, “What Makes ___________ The Best Choice for President” typed in the middle
· 2 graphs titled, “Who Would You Vote For as President?” The choices are Grace and Thomas. 
LESSON ACTIVITIES:

· Review previously taught material:  “Recently we’ve been talking about being good citizens. Who can tell me a quality of a good citizen? We’ve also talked about how citizens have responsibilities in our democracy. What is a democracy? What are our responsibilities as citizens in our democracy? 

· Anticipatory Set (Motivation): Yesterday we started reading the story Grace for President and left off at the part where we were about to find out who the school votes to be their president. We all predicted and voted for the candidate we think is going to win. Here’s what we predicted. Show the graph from yesterday. Yesterday you synergized in small groups to make campaign posters for the candidate in which you voted. You also created a lotus diagram telling how your candidate is a leader.
· Overview of learning outcomes to pupils (stated and on board): Today your group will make a presentation to the class trying to persuade those who voted for the opposing candidate to change their votes and vote for your candidate. You will share your campaign poster and bubble map and talk about why your character is the best person for the job.
· Development of lesson  (this is a two day lesson)
1. Day 1: Before the lesson starts, the teacher will divide the class into small groups based on their chosen candidate. The teacher will pre-assign a role for each person in the group: Project manager (in charge of lotus), Artist, Writer, Speaker.

2. The teacher will instruct students that in their small groups they will make a campaign poster and a bubble map describing what makes their candidate the best choice. Their job will be to make a presentation in front of the class in which they will try to persuade the other students to vote for their candidate. In their presentation, they will share their campaign poster and will read their ideas recorded on the lotus.

3. The students will work in small groups for 20 minutes. The Artist and Writer will work on the campaign poster depicting the best quality of the candidate that they think makes him/her a great leader and the best choice for President. The Project Manager and Speaker will work on the bubble map recording qualities that make the candidate a great leader and the best choice for President.
4. Day 2: Each group will make a class presentation. The speaker of each group will talk about the group’s campaign poster and bubble map.
5. After all of the groups have presented, the class will revote on the 2nd graph.

6. The teacher will lead the class in comparing and contrasting the two graphs and will ask, “Did anyone change his/her vote? Why did you change your vote? Why did some of you keep your vote the same?”
7. Finish reading the book to find out who won the Presidential race in the story. Discuss why they think Grace won the election at her school.

8. Ask a final question, “How did Grace find her voice?” (remind students of what that means)

· Differentiation: Group roles will be assigned based on students’ strengths and talents. When sharing their ideas with classmates, some students will elaborate more than others. Some may give a one or two word explanation, some will use short phrases, and others will use multiple sentences. Similarly, when writing, some students will write complete sentences with many words spelled correctly and with correct spacing and punctuation, others will sound out words with mostly beginning and ending consonants, while others may just write words or phrases.
· Covey connection:

Finding Your Voice– we will discuss how a girl dreams of becoming President of her school and does what it takes to achieve her dream.

Synergy – small groups will develop campaign poster, bubble map, and make a class presentation.
· Quality connection:  The students will use a bubble map to organize their thoughts about the leadership qualities of their candidate.
· Assessment:  The students will be able to list qualities of a good leader and will be able to voice the reasons why their candidate should win. 
· Closure:  The students will be able to describe the process of campaigning and voting in a democracy.
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
