· Baldrige – Lotus diagram
· Rigor & Relevance – Analysis and Evaluation –Analyzing student-made videos to gain information and then providing supportive comments on their work.

· Essentials in Leadership – During group presentations, students will respect other students’ comments, opinions, or ideas. Students will address each other and adults with respect and be positive members of the group.  They will respond with “Yes ma’am” or “No ma’am”, “Please,” etc.   Students will take their time in completing the assignment and put in 100% effort.

Learning Outcomes: 
 At the end of this lesson, students will be able to demonstrate how the voting process in a democracy works. They will see how a book character finds her voice.

Materials:  

· Ipod Touches and/or smart phones for each group of students (all with an QR decoding app. i.e. inigma4, bardoco, noogle, etc.).
· Note card for each student for students to provide constructive feedback.

· Lotus diagram for each group with the words, “Amazing Animals!” typed in the middle.
· QR Codes of each selected student video used to scan via the ipod/smartphone.

· Flip video cameras to record student feedback.
LESSON ACTIVITIES:

· Review previously taught material:  “Recently we’ve been talking about the different world environments like the Rainforest, Desert, Arctic, and the Ocean. We used non-fiction books to help us learn new and interesting facts! We spent a lot of time researching our favorite Arctic animal and creating our Amazing Facts Videos using Photostory. 
· Anticipatory Set (Motivation): You will be getting a chance to see other friends’ videos today of their animal. You will be getting to use ipod touches and iphones to scan your Q.R. Codes that you have seen posted in the hallway. Everyone has a Q.R. Code that has their own video on it. When you scan a code, a video will pop up and play!
· Overview of learning outcomes to pupils (stated and on board): Today you will work in groups using synergy and each person will have an opportunity to use the ipods/iphones to scan a video. You will be watching each video as a team and recording something interesting about that animal that you have learned on your team’s lotus. After you have recorded a neat fact from each video, you will have a chance to give specific feedback and compliments to the person whose video you watched. 
· Development of lesson  
· Review with students what non-fiction is and why it is important. 

· Model for students how to access the correct app for scanning barcodes. Model how to use the pause and play button. Model how to go back to scan a new video.

· Review with students and model how to give appropriate and specific feedback on others work (compare to our Voicethread stories for writer’s workshop). Explain to students that they will be writing their feedback on a note card to give to their friends. They will be using the Two Stars and a Wish method where they will give two compliments about something they loved and one wish about something they think can be better/improved.

· Students will move into groups at their tables and use synergy to decide who will go first in their group and so on. Students will begin by turning on the ipod, locating the specified app, scanning their Q.R. Code, and watching their classmate’s video with their team. 

· After watching a video with their team, the team will decide on at least one fact to record in the Amazing Animal Facts lotus. They will then record their feedback about the video on a note card.
· Students will repeat the process until all students have been able to scan, watch their video, and provide feedback. Teams will then be able to type their facts on the ipod to gain 21st Century Skills. 

· At the end of the lesson, we will come back to a whole group setting. Student leaders will be chosen to record students using the flipvideos. Students will share how technology like the ipods and flip cameras help them with their learning. Students will also be able to share their facts they typed into the ipod with the class. Students will then deliver their feedback notes to their classmates so that each student can receive encouraging feedback about their project. 

Differentiation: Group will be assigned based on students’ strengths and talents. When sharing their ideas with classmates, some students will elaborate more than others. Some may give a one or two word explanation, some will use short phrases, and others will use multiple sentences. Similarly, when writing, some students will write complete sentences with many words spelled correctly and with correct spacing and punctuation, others will sound out words with mostly beginning and ending consonants, while others may just write words or phrases.
· Covey connection:

Synergy – small groups will scan Q.R. Codes, watch student-made videos, record interesting facts, and analyze student work by giving feedback.
· Quality connection:  The students will use a lotus diagram to organize their Amazing Animal Facts!
· Assessment:  The students will be able to record at least 1 fact about each video/animal. The students will be able to give appropriate feedback to their classmates on their work.
· Closure:  The students will be able to describe how technology helps them in their learning.
