Components of the Leadership Model:

· Covey – Synergy

· Baldrige – Lotus

· Rigor & Relevance – Students will be able to describe the setting in small groups using a lotus and then create a setting that matches their descriptions.

· Essentials in Leadership – Students will address each other and adults with respect and be positive members of the group.  They will respond with “Yes ma’am” or “No ma’am”, “Please,” etc.   Students will take their time in completing the assignment and put in 100% effort.

Learning Outcomes:  At the end of this lesson, students will:

· Be able to describe what the word “Setting” means and why it is important to know what the setting of a story is. 

· Be able to define the meaning of “Synergy” and give examples of how they used it in the lesson.

· Describe another tool (lotus) to use when reading and why it is important to use such tools. 
Materials: 
· The Umbrella by Jan Brett (used in previous lesson)
· Lotus Quality Tool – for class
· Butcher paper for each group (for mural)
· Paint for each group
· Paint brushes for each group
· Small lotus for each group

· Pencils for each student
LESSON ACTIVITIES:

· Review previously taught material

· Picture walk of The Umbrella by Jan Brett. 

· Review the word “Setting” – have students define the word.

· Anticipatory Set (Motivation)

· Create a class lotus of the setting of the text. 

· Have students sing the song, “We Use Synergy” and discuss the song’s meaning.

· Overview of learning outcomes to pupils (stated and on board)

· Students will complete a graphic organizer (lotus) and use words to describe the setting of the text. 

· Create a mural of their interpretation of the text setting.

· Development of lesson  

· Following anticipatory set, students will pass the lotus within their group. Each student will fill in one box with something that describes the setting in the text. 

· Students will then work together in groups to create a mural of the setting they described on their lotus. 

· Differentiation

· As students are recording their setting descriptors in groups, some will draw pictures only to convey meaning. Others will draw pictures and write initial sounds. And still others will be able to draw pictures, label correctly with inventive spelling, and write sentences.

· ESL students may need to point to items in the pictures of the text to describe a part of the setting that they might not know the English word for. 

· Covey connection

· Students will use synergy in groups to create a mural of the setting in “The Umbrella”. 

· Quality connection

· Students will use a lotus to describe parts of the setting. 

· Assessment

· Formatively, students will share how they use Synergy. 

· Summatively, students will complete a lotus graphic organizer in groups, and use synergy to complete a setting mural of the text.  

· Closure (Link back to objective:  ask students, “What did you learn?”)

· As students complete the mural, ask students to come to the carpet and review how they are using synergy in their groups. Ask students to tell you why it is important to use Synergy. 

· Ask students to tell you what it means when you ask “What is the setting of this book?” What kind of things might you tell me?

· Ask students why it is important to use a lotus when reading? How can it help us?
