Components of the Leadership Model:

· Covey – Synergy

· Baldrige – Graphic Organizer: Lotus (Similar to Flowchart)

· Rigor & Relevance – Students will be able to work together to create a collaborative commercial that campaigns for their groups’ super hero leader. 

· Essentials in Leadership – Students will address each other and adults with respect and be positive members of the group.  They will respond with “Yes ma’am” or “No ma’am”, “Please,” etc.   Students will take their time in completing the assignment and put in 100% effort.

Learning Outcomes:  At the end of this lesson, students will:

· Be able to use the words “First,” “Next,” “Then,” and “Last” to put story (commercial) events in order. 

· Be able to define the meaning of “Synergy” and give examples of how they used it in the lesson.

· Describe another tool (Flow Chart) to use when writing and why it is important to use such tools. 

Materials: 

· Super Hero Leader posters (previously made in groups)
· Blank flow chart without arrows – for each group

· Colored pencils for each table

· Pencils for each student

· Word cut-outs with magnets for board (First, Next, Then, Last)

· Flip video camera to record commercials.
LESSON ACTIVITIES:

· Review previously taught material 
· Review the word “flowchart” and have students describe what a flowchart is.

· Review the term “synergy” and have students share what it should look like when they work in groups.

· Anticipatory Set (Motivation)

· Review what the term “commercial” means and have students describe commercials that they have seen. Ask students “Why are commercials made?”
· Overview of learning outcomes to pupils (stated and on board)

· Students will synergize together in groups to organize the sequence of events of a commercial and use their ideas to complete a graphic organizer (flowchart) using the words “First,” “Then,” “Next,” and “Last”. 

· Students will synergistically create and film their commercial using a Flip video camera.

· Development of lesson  

· Following anticipatory set, students will work together in small groups to analyze what important leadership traits should be in their commercial.
· Model for students how to use the flowchart and how to write the beginnings of a commercial.

· Students will then work together to create a flowchart of events in the commercial using the words “First,” “Then,” “Next,” and “Last”.

· Differentiation

· Some of the students are still learning letters and letter sounds, so my Instructional Coach will be able to help these students form their letters and hear the correct sounds. These students will be able to write shorter sentences such as “First, we say ‘A leader is brave” whereas other students will write more complex sentences such as “First, Jonathan will say “Your school Leader Hero must be brave like ______”. 
· ESL students, and others, may need to reference the word cards on the board such as “First,” “Next,” and “Last”.  

· Covey connection

· Students will use synergy with their group to create a flowchart of events for their commercial.  

· Quality connection

· Students will use a flowchart lotus to put events of the commercial in sequence.
· Assessment

· Formatively, students will share how they use Synergy. 

· Summatively, students will use synergy to complete a flowchart graphic organizer using the words “First,” “Then,” “Next,” and “Last”.

· Summatively, students will create and film a persuasive and informative commercial about their Super Hero Leader that they have previously designed.

· Closure (Link back to objective:  ask students, “What did you learn?”)

· As students complete the flowchart, ask students to come to the carpet and review how they are using synergy with their partner. Ask students to tell you why it is important to use Synergy. 

· Ask students to tell you what a good tool to use for putting your thoughts together when you write? (Flowchart) Ask them to tell you why it is a good tool to use?
