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Rationale


This lesson will help students to create mental images of details presented in 

various texts.

Objective or Essential Question


Students will:



1) create a mental image of the text that they hear
Standard Addressed:


2.02- Demonstrate familiarity with a variety of texts 


2.03- Read and comprehend both fiction and nonfiction text appropriate for 


grade one using: prior knowledge.
Prior Knowledge or Skill


Students must have a basic understanding of what it means to create a 


mental image.


Student must be able to listen to a story for 10-15 minutes.
Procedure

Opening Strategies


1) Review with students the poem “Ducks on a Winter Night” that was 


taught in the previous lesson.

2) Discuss with students how to create a mental image or snapshot of the 


various texts you read. Remind students of the details that they 


listened to in the poem the day before: (Night, bill, bank, feathery 


quills, etc.)
Middle Strategies


1) Explain to students that you will be reading a book called “Wings” and 


they will be listening to the words so that they can create a snapshot in 

their minds.


2) Read the book “Wings” by Christopher Myers (keep the cover of the book 


covered so that the students cannot view the cover, and also do not 


show the pictures to the students).
Ending Strategies:


1) Have students create their mental images on the “Snapshot of Ikarus 


Jackson” handout. 

2) As students draw their mental images have them label their drawings as 


well.
Questioning 


1) What is a mental image?

2) How can we create a mental image of our own?


3) What were some of the details you noticed in the poem about the ducks?


4) What is a good strategy to use to create a mental image/snapshot?
Materials


Book: “Wings” by Christopher Myers

Handout: “Snapshot of Ikarus Jackson”


Poem: “Ducks on a Winter Night”

Assessment Strategies


1) Assessment will be mainly observational: Observe students’ verbal 



answers to questions mentioned above and observe students focusing 


on creating mental images of their own as you read aloud.

2) Summatively assess students by reviewing their snapshot drawings. Check 


to see if students included at least 3 details in their drawing that were 


in the text. See if students labeled those details appropriately.

Differentiation of Learning;  Accommodation of Special Needs

For those who speak English as their second language:


Have students include at least 2-3 details in their snapshot drawing and try 
labeling 2-3 parts focusing on the beginning and ending sounds.
For those who are gifted:


Have students summarize what the book was about on the back including the 

details they portrayed in their snapshot drawing.
Extension Opportunities: 


 Have students create a poem or story of their own. Exchange with a partner, read, 
and illustrate the other person’s work by creating their own mental images.
