Trailblazers Unit 9 – Grouping By Tens- lesson 1 – Spill the Beans

Beans for class

Overhead of object, tens, leftovers, number.

Students will sort beans in groups of 10 in small groups. Students will report to teacher how many groups of 10 they had and how many are left over.

Model Questioning using post-it notes to write questions on as you read the text.  Have students come up with their own questions on 4-Square organizer. Students must also illustrate their question.

Model Questioning again. Have students get their own just-right books and practice asking their own questions.

	Trailblazers Unit 9: Grouping by Tens – Lesson 2 More or less than 100?
Students make estimate of whether everyone’s first name letters are more or less than 100.

Students make a tower of cubes that is the same as the number of letters in their first name. Students discuss who has the most/least/same. Students combine towers to make groups of 10. Students bring towers to board and share how many groups of ten and how many are left over. Students share strategies for how you could answer the original question. As a class, decide to combine groups of ten, then combine ones. Break total number of ones into more groups of ten to add to the other groups of ten. Count total for answer.
