Parent Givens

· Read out loud to your child every night

· Listen to your child read every day

· Initial your child’s “Knightly” Reading Log each night that you have read a book & listened to your child read theirs

· Give lots of praise and positive support in this process of learning to read

· Check “GO!” folder every day for notes, messages, and school communication

Student Givens

· Read your leveled book fluently and out loud every night

· Listen to mom or dad read you a book out loud every night

· Fill out your “Knightly” Reading Log every night

· Put your book in your “GO!” folder, then in your backpack, and bring back to school every day

· Wake into class prepared and ready to learn, with “GO!” folder every day

Teacher Givens

· Assess students’ reading level, comprehension level, and fluency level often

· Give students daily opportunities to practice and craft the skills and strategies being taught in Reader’s Workshop

· Invite students for individual reading conferences where they can share with me their thinking, and tell me what they are learning about themselves as a reader

· Provide intervention, enrichment, and small group work as needed

· Notify parents concerning student progress and home reading concerns
