“Readers Get Their Minds Ready to Read”

Day 1 
Introduce book baskets and Choosing books from the classroom library
· Tell kids it’s an important day because we will get to choose books from our library to put in our book baskets!

· Show them book baskets and where they are located, how they are places, what they are use for, etc.

· Inform them that while they are reading from the baskets of books at their tables, I am going to call kids by reading group to come and choose books for their baskets.

· Inform them that I will help them choose books that are “just right” for them… ones that they will be able to read all by themselves!

· Dismiss kids back to tables and call groups back to choose books.

Day 2
Readers get their minds ready to read (GR p. 119-120)
· Today, we are going to talk a little about what readers do to get ready to read a book. Use soccer player as example (soccer player warms up for the game)

· Just like the soccer player, we also have to warm up before we start reading a book. 

· Model to the kids, by looking at the cover, looking at the picture, predicting what the book might be about by looking at the picture, try to read the title using letter sounds, etc.

· Turn to the person sitting next to you and tell them what you noticed that I was doing. 

· Ask some kids to share.

· Make a list as a class about what they think it means by getting their minds ready to read

· Read list back to them and inform kids that we will be adding to this list throughout the week.

· Let children go back to tables and start reading.

· Remind them to try and use some of these strategies to get “warmed up.”

· When conferencing, prompt kids, ask them to make predictions, ask them what the title of their book is, etc.

· End of Workshop: Share what we did to warm up

Day 3
Readers look at the cover and title and think about what the book might be about (GR p. 120-122)

*Copies of book covers will be needed for this mini lesson*

· Revisit yesterday (warming up)

· Go back to list and point out looking at cover and title (if not on list, add it)

· Use unfamiliar B.B. to model how to say title out and name what I notice about the cover’s illustrations.

· Tell them that they will get to practice this thinking by looking at some covers of books with a partner

· Pass out covers and listen in

· Share some thing that I heard/saw

· Today, when you are reading, remember to get your minds ready to read by looking closely at the cover and thinking really hard at what it might be about. Don’t forget to do the thinking part. Let’s practice, by saying “Hmmm, what might this book be about”

· Have kids practice thinking and saying

· Dismiss kids by who looks and sounds ready

· End of Workshop: Give me thumbs up if you got your mind ready by thinking.

Day 4
Readers take a book walk to help them get their minds ready (GR p. 122)
· Revisit yesterday (thinking)

· Today, I am going to show you another way that readers get their minds ready to read and to help them figure out words

· Give example of times when we take a book walk during shared reading

· Model how to take book walk using the B.B. from yesterday’s lesson (think out loud)

· Add this strategy to our list

· Remind kids to try this strategy as they read today

· Send kids off by color of shirts

· End of Workshop: Give me a hooray if you used this strategy today. Did it help you read the story?

Day 5
Readers try to get a sense of the story during a book walk (Gr p. 122)
· Revisit yesterday (book walk)

· Show children another way of making a book walk by predicting what might happen in the story

· Do an inaccurate prediction/book walk from unfamiliar B.B.

· Revise the idea as I read the words to the story (I thought that this was going to happen, but after I read the words, that isn’t what happened at all).

· Remind kids that sometimes when we look at just the pictures to make a prediction, it isn’t always going to tell us what is happening. Sometimes, we need to read the words to figure it out and to really know what is happening in the story.

· When you are reading today and everyday, always remember that when you take a book walk, just remind yourself that I need to read the words took, to help me understand what is happening. The pictures don’t always help us.

· End of Workshop: Ask kids to give me a thumbs up, if they did a book walk and noticed that their predictions weren’t correct until they read the words.

· Have them up books back into baskets in library so we can choose new books on Monday (have classroom librarians help with this)
