Few Ideas for kids to practice their words
-ot
· use an old pot and put cut up pieces of yarn in it. The kids can spell their -ot words by taking the "spaghetti" out of the pot (use the yarn to make letters)

· make your own connect-the-dot to spell out your -ot words 

-ine
· give the kids yellow or orange paper to make a sun (it shINEs) - the sun rays can be -ine words

· draw a giant number nine (bubble letters) - fill it in with more -ine words

· create a heart valentine and fill it with -ine words

· draw a line and line up -ine words from the smallest to the biggest (they can write their own or sort word cards)

-ay
· use crAYons to write words

· draw crayons and write -ay words inside them

· play oh-no or rotton bananas with crayon cutouts

· use play-doh or clay to spell out your words

-est
· draw a treasure chest with gold under it. Each oval piece of gold can have an -est word

· make a map and label the cardinal directions. Fill your map with -est words.

· write your est words on a dry-erase board (circle your BEST letters & words for handwriting & spelling practice)
