Components of the Leadership Model:

· Covey – Seek First to Understand, then to be Understood
· Baldrige – bubble map, t-chart
· Rigor & Relevance – Students will be able to share how they use the Covey Habit “Seek First to Understand” in their own life.
· Essentials in Leadership – Students will address each other and adults with respect and be positive members of the group.  They will respond with “Yes ma’am” or “No ma’am”, “Please,” etc.   Students will take their time in completing the assignment and put in 100% effort.

NCSCOS:

· 2.06 Self-monitor comprehension by using one or two strategies (questions, retelling, summarizing). 

· 3.01 Elaborate on how information and events connect to life experiences.
Learning Outcomes:  At the end of this lesson, students will:

· Be able to make a text-to-self connection. Students will show how the boy in the story used the Covey Habit “Seek First to Understand” and how they use the same Covey Habit in their own life.
· Retell the story in sequence to a partner.

Materials: 
· Knots on a Counting Rope by Bill Martin (used in previous lesson)
· Bubble Map Quality Tool (used in previous lesson)

· Text-to-Self Connection Quality Tool (T-chart)

· PowerPoint of “hidden” items

· Brown paper bag for each student

· 4 items (same kind and number for each student)

· Counting Ropes (Used in previous lessons – Will be used for retelling)

· Whiteboard for each student

· Expo marker for each student
· Kleenex to erase the boards

LESSON ACTIVITIES:

· Review previously taught material

· Lesson will begin with the song, “Seek First to Understand” and a discussion of the song’s meaning.

· Picture walk of Knots on a Counting Rope by Bill Martin (a book that we have been reading in class this week).

· Review of bubble map of how the main character in the story had to seek first to understand. 

· Anticipatory Set (Motivation)
· Students will pretend that they have no sight like the boy in the story Knots on a Counting Rope. They will reach into an individual paper bag without looking and feel one of the four items in the bag.
· Without pulling the item from the bag, students will predict what the item is and draw it on an individual white board, attempting to label the item with its beginning sound or with inventive spelling.

· Repeat this procedure until students have felt, guessed, and drawn each of the four items from their bags.

· Once all guesses are drawn and recorded, students will see via PowerPoint each of the items in the bag.  

· When the item is revealed, again students will have to feel (without looking) inside the bag to locate the item.

· Overview of learning outcomes to pupils (stated and on board)

· Students will make a text-to-self connection.  They will show how the boy in the story used the Covey Habit “Seek First to Understand” and how they use the same Covey Habit in their own lives.

· Retell the story in sequence with five relevant details/events to a peer.
· Development of lesson  

· Following anticipatory set, students will participate in a class discussion of how we used the Covey Habit of “Seek First to Understand” when using the paper bags (by feeling not looking).

· Referring to the bubble map made previously in the week, students will make a connection about how the main character in Knots on a Counting Rope used the same habit in the story (by feeling his way to the finish line on his horse).

· Students will then draw and write independently to show the how the book character used the Covey Habit of “Seek First to Understand” and how he/she uses “Seek First to Understand” in his/her own life.

· Differentiation

· As students are recording their guesses and writing independently, some will draw pictures only to convey meaning. Others will draw pictures and write initial sounds. And still others will be able to draw pictures, label correctly with inventive spelling, and write sentences.

· Covey connection

· Students will make a connection to how the boy in the story used “Seek First To Understand” and how they use, or have used, the same Covey Habit in their own life.

· Quality connection

· Students will use a T-Chart to make a self-to-text connection.

· Assessment

· Formatively, students will share how they “Seek First to Understand”.

· Summatively, students will make a strong and relevant connection to the text and to the Covey Habit “Seek First to Understand”. 

· Closure (Link back to objective:  ask students, “What did you learn?”)
· As students complete independent writing, they will retell the story to a friend, using their personal “counting ropes.”
