Day 8 – Internalizing Story Shapes – 4.02, 4.06, 5.02, 5.04

Materials: 

· A story that you will use to demonstrate telling across your fingers
· Tape / stapler to affix extra sheets of paper to existing sheets
Introduction

This session we will be teaching students to use their fingers to tell their stories with a beginning, middle, and end.  

Explain to the students that we see stories happen every day – we hold those stories in our hands so that we can tell them later.  

Teaching

-Demonstrate taking a story out of your pocket (fist tight) then tell your pocket story using one finger to represent each important event.  

Active Engagement

Have the students brainstorm a pocket story and then turn to a partner and tell their partner the story across their fingers.

Link

Suggest starting a new story so it will be easier to tell the beginning, middle, and end.

Conferring

Scaffold this activity by having your lower writers put their ideas on sentence strips and put the strips in order.

Add additional paper tails to existing work if needed.

· Pattern Block Pets
· Have students get creative and create a pet of their own. It could be real or make-believe. They must use at least 10 pattern blocks, but can use more if they would like. After their pet is complete have them graph how many of each block they used, add up the total for each shape, and write the total under each shape.  Then for a challenge, see if they can add up all the shape totals together to see if they can get the price of their pet. No calculators please. Please emphasize to the students that they should draw dots, simple pictures, or tally marks on scrap paper to help them count if they cannot do it in their head with a number sentence.

Day 9 – Storytelling with Partners 4.02, 4.06, 5.02, 5.04

Materials: 

· Students arranged seated with their partner
· Story to tell the class that includes a recent, real small moment
· (Same) Story written in booklet form to share.
Introduction

This session we will be using partners to tell stories across our fingers to coax more literary language out of our students and encourage elaboration of details from storytellers.  

Yesterday we learned how to be great story writers across our fingers.

Today we are going to learn how to be storytellers across our fingers.

Teaching

-Today we are going to tell our stories to our partners across our fingers.  Instead of just summarizing your story I want you to use the exact words from your story.  Sometimes when we share with our partners we just give them the short version.  Today I want you to make sure you use the words that you will later write.  

(Not reading stories – telling them from our mind/pocket)

-Storytellers have special jobs – their job is to tell their stories with lots of details – make your listener feel like they are in your story.

Listeners have an important job too – listeners need to give storytellers their FULL attention – partners need to have their eyes and ears on the storyteller.  

Active Engagement

Have the students turn to their partner and share the jobs of the storytellers and listeners.  

Link

Invite the writers to plan their stories with their partner – remind them that you are looking and listening for great storytellers and listeners.  

After about 4 minutes of planning time ask student to begin their writing for the day

Mid-Workshop Teaching Point

Point out a group that is working well together.  Tell what they are doing that makes them successful (eyes on each other, leaning together).

Conferring

Pay close attention to ESL students – listen carefully to what they have to share and their conversational skills.

Be sure to support your high writers as well – have them work on recreation and adding additional details to help envision the story.

In the conferring handbook use these templates: “Will you touch each page and show me what you write?”

“Let me help you put some ideas down”

“As a reader, I’d love to hear more about that”

“What’s the Story in that Picture?” (ESL)

“Can you tell a story and show it on the paper?” (ESL)

“Can you recreate that part in a way that shows me exactly what happened? (High)

“What is the most important part of your story?” (High)

Closure

Have the students share their stories with their partner and revisit their planned story to see what they are missing.  Return to your partner and read the story that you put on paper – does it match the one you told your partner earlier?
Day 10:  Writing Some Words In A Snap
Objective: 4.02, 4.06, 5.02, 5.04

Materials: 

· Word Wall visable
· Story you’ve previously worked with written out partly on chart paper – stop before a bunch of high frequency words
· Markers
· Whiteboards and markers for the kids
Introduction

This session we will be showing students that there are some words that you “just know” and can spell easily and that the word wall contains other words that they’ll just know very soon.

Tell the students that you will teach them a strategy that will make writing a long story a little easier.  Use a story that you’ve already talked about and written together a while back – remind the students about that story.

Teaching

-Tell the students that there are just some words we know and can write very q
uickly without having to think about them.  There are also some words that you can write quickly after a fast glance at the word wall.

Work on adding to your story and demonstrating how quickly you know those high frequency words as compared to other words.  

Demonstrate using the word wall as a tool to help you quickly spell words.  Say the letters in your brain to remind yourself of how to spell it – t-h-e-n.

Active Engagement

Have the students get out their white boards and practice the process of wrting a sentence with a few word wall words in it – practice the process of finding the word repeating the letters in your brain and writing it in a snap.

If they need more time practice more sentences from students.  

Link

Remind the children that they now know they can write words from memory or from a comination of memory and the word wall.

Conferring

Today make sure you support the mini-lesson.  When working with students ask them to repeat their sentence out loud so you can try to figure out which words might be known for them and which words are not known.  If they spell a word wall word incorrectly let it go until they are finished then have them go back and check their own spelling of all word wall words.

In the conferring handbook use these templates: “Will you touch each page and show me what you write?”

“Let me help you put some ideas down”

“As a reader, I’d love to hear more about that”

Closure

Have one student who used the word wall well today share.  

Have the kids get out their white boards again and practice writing a few more words in a snap with their partners.  Call out the words you want them to practice – with or without the word wall (about 6? Depending on how much practice they need).

Day 11:  Focusing On The Most Important Part
Objective: 4.02, 4.06, 5.02, 5.04

Materials: 

· Unfocused story from your life in your mind.
· FOCUSED version of the same story in your mind.
Introduction

This session we will be demonstrating that writers have to think “What is the most important part of my story?”  They make that part of their story important by adding details to that part and cutting away some other parts.  

Remind students that writers zoom in and focus just like photographers.  Photographers have to figure out what the most important thing in their picture is before they zoom in and take the picture.  Writers have to do the same thing with their stories.  

Teaching

-Tell the students to watch you tell your story aloud.  Tell your unfocused story list style.  After you’ve determined that you haven’t told a very good story – demonstrate how you need to find the most important part of the story and zoom in on that instead of the big picture.   Tell the more focused story aloud.  

Active Engagement

Have your students re-read their most recent story and ask “Is it focused on the most important part?”  After they do this, suggest they tell their partners the most important part of their stories.

Link

Remind the students to zoom in on the most important part of that memory when they write today and every day.  

Mid-Workshop Teaching Point

Remind the students of all they know about writing down sounds they hear in a word by telling the class what a few, brave students have been doing with words.

Offer practice by having students join in the spelling venture of one student (if you are using folder dictionaries they can record this word there)

If it doesn’t take too long try practicing another word.

Conferring

Today try not to get sucked into one-on-one conferences right away try to resist giving those few students that personal nudge.  

In conferences remind students that the mini-lessons are all tied together and they need to keep practicing the strategies they’ve learned thus far – sketching, stretching, word wall words, and adding details.  

In the conferring handbook use these templates: “Will you touch each page and show me what you write?”

“Let me help you put some ideas down”

“As a reader, I’d love to hear more about that”

Closure

Call the students together and have one child share how they figured out the most important part and zoomed in on that part.

Assessment

Pg.90-91

When looking over student work – put it into two categories ok work and not ok work.   

Think about the small steps ahead that some not ok writers need to make progress.

Look at the good work and ask “What has this writer done in this piece that he or she will want to do again in other pieces?  What has this writer done that others might emulate?”
