I am a mammal just like you.
 I squeak, whistle, and use body language – I can leap as high as 20 feet into the air, snap my jaws, slap my tails on the surface of the water, and even butt my head. 
I have a blowhole located on top of my head that allows me to breathe. 
I make high sounding clicks to tell how far away or how big something is. 
I have a beak that is shaped like a bottle.
I do not have bones, but I do have cartilage. 
I can grow up to 14 feet long including my tail. 
I like to travel alone, not in a group. 
I am a bottom feeder. 
I have a wide flat body. 
I like to travel near the bottom of the ocean and cover myself in sand. 
I have a stinger.
I am a clumsy swimmer.
 I am poisonous to humans. 
I do not have scales like other fish, but rough skin instead. 
I live in tropical ocean waters. 
I have four teeth that are fused together to make beak shape. 
I fill my body up with air. 
I have spines on my skin.

I like to crush conchs, horseshoe crabs, and other animals with hard shells with my strong jaw. 
I like to eat jellyfish, fish, and seaweed. 
My head looks like a big log.

I eat 500 pounds of food a day. 
My 45 teeth are 3 inches long.
 I use them to tear my prey, but I do not chew my food. I am 16 to 22 feet long.
 I weigh from 3,000-12,000 pounds. 
Males have a dorsal fin that can stand 6 feet tall (as tall as Mrs. Catherwood & Mrs. Almond). 
I hunt with others like me in a pod, just like wolves hunt in a pack. 
I am a mammal and a type of dolphin.

I am the largest fish on earth. 
I am an endangered species. 
I grow to be 15 to 20 feet long and weigh up to 5,000 pounds. 
I have 300 teeth and love to eat sea lions, sea turtles, seals, small toothed whales, and carrion. 
I have white on my belly to help me camouflage with the water’s surface.
 I have a torpedo shaped body that lets me swim up to 15 miles per hour.
I can be less than half an inch long to 14 inches. 
I am not a good swimmer, but I get around by fluttering the small fin on my back. 
I steer in the direction I want to go by using the two small fins on my head. 
I eat up to 3,000 brine shrimp a day! 
I mate for life, never looking for another female. 
There are only 35 different kinds of me. 
I am a very unique and different shape. 
If I was a male I would carry my babies in my pouch.
If my arm gets cut off I can grow a new one.
I can even grow another one of me from one of my cut off arms. 
I have no brains or blood. 
I use tiny suction cups to catch my prey.
 I can have up to 40 arms. 
I can be very colorful.
I am not a fish. I do not swim but float instead. 
I am made of mostly water (90%) and I am transparent (see-through).
 I have tentacles around my mouth, some of them sting, some of them grip, and some of them stick to things. 
I use them to catch my prey. 
My tentacles can grow back very quickly just like your fingernails.
