Components of the Leadership Model:

· Covey – Begin with the End in Mind
· Baldridge – Flow Chart
· Rigor & Relevance – Students will be able to share how they use the Covey Habit “Begin with the End in Mind” in their own life.

· Essentials in Leadership – Students will address each other and adults with respect and be positive members of the group.  They will respond with “Yes ma’am” or “No ma’am”, “Please,” etc.   Students will take their time in completing the assignment and put in 100% effort.

· 3.01 Elaborate on how information and events connect to life experiences
· 5.05 Demonstrate responsibility for the care and management of the environment within the school and community.
Learning Outcomes:  At the end of this lesson, students will:

· Be able to create a flow chart of how they can create something new out of used items.
· Teach someone else at their table how to create their design out of used items by discussing their flow chart and sharing their design. 
Materials: 
· Bubble Map Quality Tool (used in previous lesson)

· Large construction paper for each student (for flow chart)

· Song “I’m Not a Litter Bug”

· Old items that can be recycled

· Glue

· Pipe cleaners (for attaching old items together)

· Pencils for each student

· Markers/Crayons

LESSON ACTIVITIES:

· Review previously taught material

· Lesson will begin with the song, “I’m Not a Litter Bug”.
· Review webquest used in previous lessons about protecting the earth.
· Review of bubble map of ways we can help protect the earth.
· Anticipatory Set (Motivation)

· Students will be able to explore used items. They will then choose two items to start with and decide on what type of new invention they can make to reuse the old items.
· Overview of learning outcomes to pupils (stated and on board)

· Students will make a flow chart of steps that explain how to make their new invention out of old items. They will “Begin with the End in Mind” by first using two items to think about what they could turn them into so that they will have a new use.

· Students will teach a peer how to construct their invention using their flow chart. 
· Development of lesson  

· Following anticipatory set, students will begin creating their invention with used items. As they create, they must also create a flow chart of each step so that others will be able to create their invention if they wanted to. 
· Students will then choose someone at their table to teach. They will teach them how to create their invention by reading and discussing their flow chart. 
· Differentiation

· As students are creating their flow charts and writing independently, some will draw pictures only to convey meaning. Others will draw pictures and write initial sounds. And still others will be able to draw pictures, label correctly with inventive spelling, and write complete and detailed sentences.

· Mrs. McCraw will work with our CCR student who is developmentally at a 3-year old level. She will help him develop a simple vocabulary for the used items. She will help him develop his fine and gross motor skills by assisting him in creating something with his items. 

· Mrs. Hall will work with our students who are below developmentally. She will help assist them in writing their words like they sound, forming short complete sentences, and correct letter formation. 

· Covey connection

· Students will “Begin with the End in Mind” as they decide on an invention to make out of used items. They will use their idea to create a flow chart of steps to teach others how they can use old items to make something new.
· Quality connection

· Students will create a flow chart to help them explain and teach how to make their new invention out of used items. 
· Assessment

· Formatively, students will share how they “Begin with the End in Mind”.

· Summatively, students will create a flow chart of steps on how to create their invention out of used items that can be recycled.  

· Closure (Link back to objective:  ask students, “What did you learn?”)

· Why is it important to make a flow chart? What does a flow chart do?

· As students complete their flow chart and invention, they will then teach a peer student how to construct their invention.
