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Modeled Reading
2.03 Use graphic organizers (e.g., story maps) to help you read and understand fiction text
You can do these activities as a whole class, with students in groups, or individually after a read aloud:

· *Character lotus- put character name in the middle and student add details about the character in the boxes

· *Plot flow chart- write and/or draw the beginning, middle, and ending events in the story. Add more boxes for students to add more detailed sequential events.

· *Setting bubble map- write the title of the story in the middle bubble. Add details about the setting in the rest of the bubbles. Don’t forget setting is time (season, time of day) and place (region, building, city, room).

· *Story fishbone- write title in the head of the fish. The bone categories could be plot, setting, characters, problem/solution. They could also be who, what, when, where, how, why. They could also be predictions, facts I learned, my opinions, my recommendations.

· I’ve attached some other graphic organizers you can use that aren’t Quality Tools

*Model for students how to draw the quality tools instead of you having to copy them. They can complete these in their reading journals or on plain newsprint.


2.11 Retell fiction including setting
· Introduce the story star to the class. Review how to give information on the characters, plot, setting, problem/solution etc. 

· Make a few copies of the story star. As students pass it around their group they need to talk about whichever part their thumb lands on.

· Cut out pictures from the story star and tape to an inflatable ball. Toss around the group. Whichever item the students right pointer finger lands on, they begin the discussion with that topic.

· Cut out pictures from the story star and put into a ‘star’ bag. Students choose a picture without looking and begin the discussion with that part.

· Students can turn and talk to a partner about what happened in the story. Then they can move to find a second partner to retell the story. After finding a third partner to discuss the story students will have more details to give to the class. This also gets them up and moving and talking!


4.02 Use words that describe and name characters and settings (who, where) and words that tell actions and events (what happened, what did character do) in talk and writing.
· Dress up as any character (costume from Halloween, community leader, family member etc.) Or show a picture of a character from the book. Have students brainstorm a list of words to describe you. Guide them to discuss looks, feelings, actions, behavior, and Covey habits related to the character. Students can turn and talk for 2 minutes before reporting back to the class.
· Go outside and sit in the amphitheatre. Have students think about what they see, hear, feel, smell, and can touch when outside. Brainstorm words and details they know about their setting. 

· After reading a story do a jigsaw activity. Split the class into three groups. One will discuss the beginning of the story, one will discuss the end, and one will discuss the middle of the story. Split the groups up again so that each group has a beginning, middle, and end person. They retell the story, in order, taking turns. Report the discussions back to the class.

Shared Reading

Guided Reading
-Select focus based on the needs of the group:  may include more in-depth work on an objective from Modeled or Shared Reading, Word Work, or previous objectives
· Previous objectives include: 

· Blend sounds to read 1 syllable words

· Text-to-Self connections

· Read 25 sight words

· Ask questions about the book

· Blend sounds to read long vowel words

· You can also work on activities such as in the PAST. I’ve attached the easy to follow directions in a PDF. You can just do these orally with your guided reading group as a warm up.
Independent Reading
-Choose own texts and read independently for 15 minutes daily
· During Readers Workshop, during a library center, during morning work, during dismissal
Word Work
1.014 Change the beginning and ending sounds of a word heard to make a new word (adding a sound, deleting a sound, and substituting a sound)
· This is an example of Phoneme Substitution and Phoneme Deletion from the PAST pdf. The activities can be done quickly and orally. 
· I’ve attached a Manipulating Sounds activity from the website. You can use magnetic letters or cards with letters printed on them (I have lots to lend out!). The students change certain letters out to make new words.

1.012 Blend the sounds to read 1 syllable words (CVCe, e.g /r/ /o/ /p/ is rope)

· This is an example of the Phoneme Blending from the PAST pdf. You can use different words for different groups of students.

· Sounds can be recorded on the computer or tape recorder for students to listen to and complete independently. Have a selection of picture cards for students to find when they say the word.
