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Modeled Reading
2.03 Use graphic organizers (e.g., story maps) to help you read and understand fiction text
· Students create a beginning, middle, and end sandwich. They write the beginning on light brown construction paper cut into a half circle (with brown marker dots for sesame seeds!). They can write details about the middle of the story on green paper (lettuce), red paper (tomato) and glue white strips on black paper (meat). Then they can write the end of the story on another half circle of brown paper. They can glue this all together.
· After reading a story choose about 5 students to give an event in the story. While sitting at their seats have the class help you determine whose event came first. Have that student stand up and give them the start of a long piece of string. Then pull the string to the next student with the next event so they have a hold on the string. Move to the third, fourth, and fifth student with the help of the class. Send the five students to the front of the room to untangle themselves to be in order. 
· The class can create a Character mat. Each student writes a detail about a character on a small circle. Put all the circles in a bag. Make a large, empty bubble map on poster board. Students open the bag and choose the details that match the character. *Write different characters on cards for students to place in the middle bubble. Mix up student written details about each character all in one bag. The students choose a character name, place it on the mat, and choose the details that match that character to place on the mat in the empty bubbles. They can slide them off and repeat the activity with a new character.
· Use a Venn Diagram to compare two stories, two characters, or two settings.
4.041 Think about your purpose when talking and writing (e.g., talk about a book, write a list, tell a story, etc.) 

· Writing Responses in Reading Journals
· Make a list of ingredients to be a good friend after reading ‘Recess Queen’

· Make a list of family members after reading a story about families.

· Write a how-to on making applesauce after reading ‘Apples, Apples’

· Write a letter to a character telling them what they could do next time.

· Write a thank you letter to an author for adding details in a story.

· Create an invitation after reading a story about birthday parties.

· Create class Character Mats and Setting Mats for different stories. 
· Search for great vocabulary words from the read alouds. Make a word flower. Put a different adjective on a petal and the category of the words in the middle of the flower. Make different flowers for character descriptions, setting descriptions, and plot vocabulary words. 

· Make a read aloud word wall (Or Story Word Wall). Write new, interesting, difficult, or known words on cut sentence strips. Place these on construction paper with the title of the book at the top of the poster.

Shared Reading
2.03 Use graphic organizers (e.g., story maps) to help you read and understand fiction text
· Use ideas from above after a shared reading
2.11 Retell fiction including setting
· Students can practice retelling by telling a partner what they did over the weekend, what they ate for dinner, their last birthday party. Focus on active listening with partners and asking questions to get more details. They can still use the story star to include all parts: character, plot, setting, problem/solution, author’s message.
· I’ve attached a Retelling rhyme (at the end of the pdf) to help remind your students what to include in a retell.
· Story in a Bag: After reading a story twice discuss the setting and have each student draw the setting of the story on a brown lunch bag. Read the story again then discuss the characters. Have each student draw each character, cut them out, then glue them on popsicle sticks. Read the story again and discuss the plot. Have students fill in a plot flow chart. Fold up the flow chart and put it and the character puppets in the brown paper bag and you’ve got a whole story in a bag! Have students act out and retell the story using their new supplies. *Definitely do this over a few days ☺

· Blend sounds to read long vowel words

· You can also work on activities such as in the PAST. You can just do these orally with your guided reading group as a warm up.
Independent Reading
-Choose own texts and read independently for 15 minutes daily
· During Readers Workshop, during a library center, during morning work, during dismissal

Word Work
1.014 Change the beginning and ending sounds of a word heard to make a new word (adding a sound, deleting a sound, and substituting a sound)
· Repeat activities from last week for students that still need support

1.012 Blend the sounds to read 1 syllable words (CVCe, e.g /r/ /o/ /p/ is rope)

· Repeat activities from last week for students that still need support
