Modeled Reading
2.03 Use what you already know about the topic and ask questions to help you read and understand nonfiction text (Schema and Questioning)

· Choose a nonfiction book of your choice. It may go along with science, social studies or just one of interest

· Introduce UNRAAVEL. Sing song!

· Tell the students what the text is about

· U: Underline the title – Have the student repeat the title to you.

· Students offer their schema about the book. Record on K on a KWL chart.

· Read first one or two pages about the book to get them started.(optional) 

· Pass out sticky notes to each student. They may draw or write any questions they have that the book might help them answer. Review each sticky and tape to the W on the KWL chart.

· Read the book and discuss what questions were answered and record on the L on the KWL chart. Also discuss the questions that weren’t answered by the book

· Repeat with other favorite non-fiction books!
Shared Reading
2.03 Use what you already know about the topic and ask questions to help you read and understand nonfiction text (Schema and Questioning)

· Repeat the same process above
· Use big books, poems, songs

· Instead of a KWL chart, students can propose questions and come up with plausible answers in partners or groups.

· Turn and Talk: partners (on carpet or on desks) face each other and sit knee to knee and share their schema. You can switch partners two or three times if you want students to get a good sample of the schema from the class.

Guided Reading
1.022 Recognize at least 25 high frequency words in text

· Sight word shuffle. Write about 10 sight words on index cards. Turn them upside down on the table and shuffle them around. Pick one and have the student read it. If they all can, put it aside. If one has trouble, put it back in the shuffle.
· Sing the sight words to the tune of ‘Happy Birthday’ or ‘Twinkle Twinkle’.

· When students finish reading a text early they can write the sight words they see in their books on a dry erase board.

2.01 Independently read aloud texts for emergent readers with adequate pacing and comprehension

· Choral read the book with the students. You all read it together at the same time.
· Echo read with students. You read a line, they repeat the line and follow with their fingers.

· Parent volunteers can pull students aside and read their guided reading book to them.


3.01 Talk with detail about how information and events connect to personal experiences (Text-to-Self Connections)
· Students share their schema with the group after the introduction of the book.
· Students discuss personal connections after reading the book. Ask, ‘Has anything like this ever happened to you?’ or ‘Does this remind you of anything?. Make sure students point out the page in the story that triggered the memory.
Independent Reading
1.05 Read independently for 15 minutes
· Students read in a library center
· Students read choice books or just right books
Word Work
1.022 Recognize at least 25 high frequency words in text

· Students can do a book search: they look for sight words in any book and put tally marks next to the word they find on a sight word chart.
· Students can find them in books and then type the words they find in a fancy font on the computer.

· Students can find them in books and make them with wikki sticks or pipe cleaners.


1.024 Figure out new words using common word family patterns
