Reader’s Workshop Stuff

Here are some things I have done with setting, character, and I will do with problem and solution this week. (I teach RW 4 times a week) I also have some beginning middle end ideas if you need them.

SETTING

-introduce setting (where the story takes place) with a familiar story- students return to seats to draw and label the story’s setting.

-read a story and discuss as a class the setting. Make a list on board of setting’s can be and not a setting (at school vs. my brother tim). Students will return to their seat and do the setting sort sheet. Attached in email

-Read a story with a few settings. Student will use reader’s response journal to write about the story settings.

-Read a story with an interesting setting. As a class make a venn diagram on board and compare with a setting from a book earlier in the week.

CHARACTER

-Have class raise their hands and list ways to describe me (make a list on board) Explain that when they give a description they have to explain why (ex. Mrs Torrey is nice- WHY? Because she helps us with our work) Explain that it is important to give a reason when describing someone. Explain that we will learn about character today- what is the character of the story etc…after the story make another list on the board now describing the main character with reason. ( I used Bad case of Stripes)

-Review book from yesterday and parts of the story that told use about the character. Students will draw a picture of the main character listing 2-3 descriptions of the character (She is striped because she didn’t eat her lima beans)

-Read Brave Irene- Why is Irene Brave? Write Brave on the board and make a bubble map around it listing all the ways that make Irene brave.(learning main character trait)

-Review Brave Irene and make a bubble map of other ways to describe Irene besides being brave. Students will then complete their own bubble map. 

- I haven’t done this yet- I am going to use it during my review week. But there is a sheet that has 4 boxes to fill in. Who is the main character? Describe the main character. Draw a picture of the main character. I am like the character because…

PROBLEM / SOLUTION

- Introduce problem/solution. Read Wemberly Worried- What is the problem? What is the solution? Class discussion

-Read Curious George and the Dinosaur- make a t chart on board listing the problem on one side and the solution on the other. Students will complete the t chart in their reader response journals.

-Read the Berenstain Bears and the Missing Honey. Discuss the problem and solution as a class. Students will make a flap book of the problem and solution by writing and/or drawing pictures. ( I have a model of this)

- Read Stand Tall Molly Lou Melon. Discuss the character’s problems and how she solved them. Make text to self-connections by discussing a problem you had and how it was solved. Students will write this on a problem solution sheet. Make a model on the board. Attached in email
