	Day 1
	Unit 1 Preview 

Mini-lesson: Being A Responsible Citizen

· Create a lotus entitled Citizens… or Our Schema about “Citizens”. Have students share their schema about citizens and record in the lotus. If they do not have much schema then only add as much as they can share. 

· Show the United Streaming clip “TLC Elementary School Understanding Good Citizenship” or “Citizenship in the Community.”

· Add more to the lotus after watching the video clip.

Student Engagement: Students should turn to page 2 in their S.S. books. Read aloud the top portion of the page and have students complete the directions for drawing the picture on that page. 

Closure: Allow students to share what they drew.

	Day 2
	Unit 1 Lesson 1

Mini-lesson: Good Citizens

· Review from the previous day how you learned that citizens must be responsible. Ask students to think about what others qualities make someone a good citizen. 

· Give each table a lotus diagram entitled “Qualities of a Good Citizen.” Have them play “Pass the Lotus” and record other characteristics of a good citizen. (Encourage them to only write describing words.” Have groups to share their ideas.

Student Engagement: 

· Explain the “Text work” on the side of each page. Have students to partner up with their regular reading buddy partner. They should partner read pg 5-7 and complete the text work boxes. 

· If time permits, students can answer the questions at the end of the text. These can also be used as a closure activity. 

	Day 3
	Unit 1 Lesson 2

Mini-lesson: Caring for the Community 

· Create a three column chart: Home, School, and Community.

· Give each child two sticky note. Have them to record one thing they are responsible for at home and one thing they are responsible for at school. 

· Do a shared reading of pg 9-13 (you could do this prior to having students record on sticky notes)

· If time permits show one of the other United Streaming clips that you did not get to show previously. 

· As a class, record in the Community portion of the chart ways that citizens must be responsible in their communities.

	Day 4
	Unit 1 Lesson 2 (Con’t)

Mini-lesson: Volunteers

· Ask students to brainstorm different ways that citizens volunteer in their community. You can record these in a bubble map, lotus, etc. 

Student Engagement: Show example of volunteer poster. Show students specifically the things they need for their poster to be complete: title, who needs help, where, etc. 

· Allow students to work on pairs or small groups to create their posters.
