appropriate for beginning second graders. As you know, each child’s reading levels develop at different rates. Some of these titles or authors may seem too easy or too difficult for your child. Please encourage your child to read this summer by choosing appropriate reading material and read as much as possible together. Spending time reading with your child is one of the greatest gifts they will ever receive. The children have worked so hard to reach their reading goals this year. Please help them to maintain and increase their reading skills throughout the summer. If your child picks a book you think may be too hard, have him/her read a full page aloud to you. If there are five or more mistakes while reading this page, the book is probably too difficult. If there are less than five errors, the book is most likely appropriate. A just-right book means that your child can read the text independently with 90% accuracy. Also, please don’t forget to consider the following:
· Help your child pick texts that interest him or her! 
· Visit your local public library together (It’s free () 
· Your child can check out new and exciting books each visit

· The library often has wonderful summer reading programs

· You are demonstrating a love for reading & teaching your child the same! 
· Don’t forget to read TO YOUR child!  
· If your child wants to read something more challenging, but just isn’t ready – read it together a little at a time!   
· Comprehension is JUST as important as decoding or figuring out unknown words. Your child must be able to explain and retell what they have read. 

· Take a picture walk and make predictions before you read! 

· Read favorite books over and over again. Help your child improve fluency by:

· Paying attention to the punctuation

· Reading smoothly like we talk

· Re-reading a sentence for understanding

· Using different voices to represent the various characters. 

· Take an interest in what your child is reading and ASK questions! Children need the opportunity and encouragement to share their thinking about what they are reading! (Wonder out loud, make connections, etc.) 
We want all of our students to feel confident in their abilities at the start of second grade! Thank you for supporting your child’s reading journey throughout the summer!
