	Read Aloud: Trick or Treat Smell My Feet
Before reading, tell students that today you are going to practice making connections. Model sharing connections you have with the text. Ask students to share their connections as you read. Only read half of the book today.
After reading, students may go to their cubbies 1 table at a time to get their just-right books. Tell them to 1st read their books with the number on the cover. Tell them you will set the timer when you see them all focused on their book. Tell them their job today is to think about connections they have with the book that they are reading. When the timer goes off then they may partner read their other books (books with the picture sticker).  When partner reading, they may choose any spot in the room.
