You will be prompted to select three personal questions and answers to proceed.  You should then see a teacher’s desk.  Please note:  Clicking the back arrow will result in an error message.  However, if you click on the THINK CENTRAL icon in the top left corner you will return to the teacher’s desk.

1. If you’d like to change your password to your existing Lotus Notes password, clinck on the ACCOUNT icon to change your account information.

2. The reports and assignments icons are not usable at this time – We are not allowed to input any student information at this time per WCPSS.
3. Click on the computer monitor to “view resources: - You will be taken to a page that shows icons of your teacher and student materials.  Select a resource and you can look at a table of contents, skip unit by unit, look page by page, etc.  You never have to lug that heavy TE home again!!  Additionally, when you are in the online TE you can drop down under the RESOURCES tab and link directly to the Expressions part of Eduplace.com.  You’ll find an eGlossary, eManipulatives, and eGames there.
4. Check out the other resource, Harcourt MEGA MATH K-6, for a wide variety of math games.  It should be shown underneath your teacher and student material icons.
