Wants & Needs:
Mercer Mayer “My Piggy Bank”:


Read the book and discuss with students the reasons we

need money and why we have to save money. This might help to introduce the objectives on “Producers/Consumers”. We need to save money so that we can be consumers and buy the things that other people (producers) grow or make. 

“What Do We Need to Live?” – Big Book:


This is a great resource (It is Tiffany’s).  It talks about

food, shelter, clothing, etc. This will help to introduce each topic. 
Shopping Spree!


Create a shopping list of wants using toy and clothing ads

from the newspaper. Total up the cost of the items by

using a calculator. 

The Mitten:

Read the book The Mitten. You can talk about how we as 

humans need shelter. You can extend this book by doing sequencing. Have students create a flow chart including the mitten and each animal. You can also have students use a Venn Diagram to compare and contrast 2 animals from the book. 

Powerpoint:


View pictures in the powerpoint. Talk to students about

other people in the world do not have the things that they need like shelter, water, food, clothing, etc.  Have students do a bubblemap: “I Can Help Others By…”.

T-Chart for Clothing:


Have students create a T-Chart (Sun & Snowflake) and have

them draw and label what type of clothing they would need in the summertime and what they would need to wear in the wintertime. (See sample in publisher).

T-Chart for Food:


Have students create a T-Chart ( Happy face & Sad face)

and have them draw and label foods that they need and that will make them healthy and happy, and foods that they might want, but are junk food. (See sample in publisher). 

New Planet Mission (from Chris):


Have students pretend they are going on a long trip to a new

planet. Tell them that they can only pack essentials, things they NEED.  Have them draw and label their items on a construction paper suitcase (or even on outline of suitcase on white paper). Have them write about their trip, what they would take, and why they would need it.
