Writers, yesterday we learned that there are many how-to texts all around us that teach us how to do things.  For instance, recipe books and game directions are how-to texts.  Craft books and Lego plans are also how-to texts. Today I wanted to point out to you that how-to texts need to be clear and easy to follow.  That means that how-to writers need to carefully plan the steps of their how-to texts and choose precise words to describe the steps. Let me show you what I mean.  I have a how-to text called “How to Make a Leaf Rub.”  I am going to read and try to follow the text so that I can make a leaf rub picture. As a class study the how to directions on how to rub a leaf. Give tables a copy of the directions (or have them on the smartboard.)  Notice that some of the steps are hard to follow.  Ask children what we can do to make these directions easier to follow.  Have children allow to help add to the directions.  Then follow the new steps on how to rub a leaf.  Why was it easier this time to do the activity?  Why is it important to write very clear directions?  What happens when directions are not clear?  Reinforce to students that as we begin to write our how to books remember that good writers write very clear and precise steps so that they can be followed easily.
