W1.1 Write opinion pieces in which they introduce the topic or name the book they are writing about, state an opinion, supply a reason for the opinion, and provide some sense of closure. 
Refer to the anchor chart made yesterday and the components of a good persuasive letter.  What are some things that we might want to change or things we might want?  Students will read their sentence that stated the needed change.  Today they will add the reasons what this change needs to be made.  Model writing 3-4 sentences of my own stating why I want the changes to quiet lunch at the beginning of lunchtime.  Model writing a good clear conclusion sentence restating the change that I want to be made.  Students will continue writing their letter by writing the 3-4 sentences with the evidence or reasons as well as the conclusion.

If students have finished their first letter, they should begin a second letter.  To get ideas of things that need to be changed, they can refer to their writing journal where ideas were listed on day 1 of the unit.
