Review the parts of a plant.  Review the parts that we eat.  Discuss the purpose for each part and what would happen if plants did not have these parts.  Play a jeopardy game that reviews all of the objectives for save our earth, pond, insects, and plants.

Model  the components of a narrative story. Explain to students that good writers write about one moment, one time and one place.  Explain that we call these stories seed stories because these stories describe one tiny moment in time and not a large amount of time.  For instance, sometimes writers like to write about family trips.  Good writers think about their trip and the one moment in time that stood out for them as memorable.  Model writing a story about a plant or a part of a plant.  Zoom in on one small moment (the seed story).  Remind students that a small moment story focuses on one small moment in time.
