Monday:  Children will look at the picture of Brother Bear running. Children will draw a picture of themselves in the picture and glue it into the picture.  They will write a story about the picture. Reinforce narrative writing with a strong beginning, detailed sentences to describe the small moment, and a solid ending. W1.3

Tuesday:  Design a new wardrobe for a Berenstain Bear character.  After adding clothes to the paper doll, children will write a story to match the character.  The narrative story will contain a good beginning, supporting details, adjectives, transition words, sentences that do not all start the same, and a good ending sentence.  W1.3, RL1.6
Wednesday:  Complete the book by writing sentences from the point of view of the character.  Write what would the characters say or be thinking.  For example:  The picture of Father Bear helping The cubs play golf…. The children could write:  One day I took my cubs to play golf for a fun treat.  Sister Bear needed help putting so I helped her with her cub.  RL1.6
Thursday:  Children will use a Venn diagram to compare and contrast 2 of the Berenstain Bear books that have been read this week. RL1.9
Listen to reading:  Complete a think tac toe activity about the story that was listened to.  RI1.2, RL1.2
Word Work:  Complete a think tac toe using the letterland words  RF1.3d
Read to self:  Read a poem to a friend with expression and fluency.  On some days children will draw a picture and write the main idea of the poem.

What kind of personality do they have?  Did they change during the story?
