Numbers to 120

1. Create a Number Sequence – Whole Class

Each student will need a mathboard (grid side) and counters.  Teacher should use a document camera to model.

a. Teacher and students will write the numbers 1 through 10 down the left side of the board.  Use counters to represent each number.  To reinforce the concept of five, use red counters when counting to 5 and then switch to yellow counters when showing 6-10.
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b. When children have finished, help them express sequential comparisons using “1 more” and “1 less.”

· 1 and 1 more is 2.

· 2 and 1 more is 3
· 3 and 1 more …

· 10 and 1 less is 9

· 9 and 1 less is 8

· 8 and 1 less is …

Create Riddles about the Sequence – Ask children to invent number riddles using “1 more” and “1 less” comparisons.  Teacher should model a few first.

· I’m thinking of a number that is 1 less than 7.  What is my number?

· I’m thinking of a number that is 1 more than 9.  What is my number?

Record the riddles on board so children don’t repeat them.

2.  Numbers to 120 - Refer to the Teacher Guide “Numbers to 120” for detailed directions.
Assessment 
Observe students as they work, especially when filling in numbers 100-120.  Do they use 3 digits or 4?  Note the students that rely on the chart to fill in the numbers and the students that do not need to use to chart.

Good writers ask themselves who, where, when to help them add details to their pictures and words. As she asks and answers questions on each page, she is able to tell more.  Begin on the first page and ask out loud, “Where was I here? Who was with me?”  Use the answers to these questions to tell more when writing.

How Many More or Less?

1. How Many? Show the class two number cards.  Ask a volunteer to build a tower of cubes representing each number.  Class identifies which tower has more and which tower has less.  Then ask the class what needs to be done to change the larger tower to show the same amount as the smaller tower.  
(Ex. The cards show 8 and 5.  We would need to take 3 cubes away from the 8 tower to make a tower of 5.)
Repeat with two different number cards.  This time ask what needs to be done to change the smaller tower to show the same amount as the larger tower.  (Ex.  The cards show 9 and 4.  We would need to add 5 cubes to the 4 tower to make a tower of 9.)

Pair students and have them complete this activity.  They must use the statements above as they compare their towers.

Differentiation: Use number cards 0-5 or 10-20 based on student’s ability.

Moving on the Number Line 0-10

1. Number Line Introduction – Make a large number line with numbers 0 to 20 (big enough for students to walk on). You can draw on the sidewalk with sidewalk chalk, use the tiles on the floor, use tape on the carpet, etc.  Ask students to count the numbers. 
2. Ask students what they already know about a number line:  Who has seen a number line before?  What do you know about a number line?
Refer to Teacher Guide, “0-20 Number Line Introduction” for detailed directions.
Note:  Make sure to include Math Talk & Promote Student Leaders as students share their solutions with all activities described above.

**Prior to the lesson, it will be helpful to cut out the number line 0-10 and the number line 11-20, place together, and either glue or tape.  Save Number Lines for future use.  If you can, you may want to laminate them.  Otherwise, students will need to place the two number lines together prior to starting Part 3 in the Teacher Guide.

Good writers tell their stories in small steps so that they elaborate on the action.

Good Writers Tell Their Stories in Small Steps

· Think of the first step.
· Sketch the action.
· Write the action.
· Think of the next bit of action.
· Sketch on to the same page.
· Write more about the action on the same page.
The teacher explains that good writers describe in detail the action of the story so that readers can imagine what is happening first, next, and last.  In order to write detailed action, the writer has to think in small baby steps what happened first, next, etc., and write that action on paper.  The teacher rereads pages 1-2 of The Best Story.  After reading page 2, the teacher thinks aloud, “I know exactly what the little girl did once she got to her room because the author described the action in such detail.  I can see the little girl run home, go into her room, shut her door, sharpen pencils, and get out her notebook.  The author did a great job describing the action in small steps.  

Explain that when I write, I think of each little bit of action in the moment, sketch and write about that action, then stop to think about what happened next so I can write more on the same page or subsequent pages.  The teacher models this approach within her own story.

Active Engagement:

The teacher reads Night of the Veggie Monster by George McClements to students.  The teacher asks students to listen to each little bit of action that takes place in the story when the character eats a pea. The teacher asks students to turn to their partner and describe each tiny detail in the story. (The little boy’s fingers wiggle, his eyes water, his toes curl up, he squirms in his seat, etc.)  The teacher points out that the story is much more interesting with these details included.  If the writer had written, “The little boy didn’t want to eat the pea, but then he liked it.”

Independent Writing:

Students continue writing their small moment stories.  The teacher confers with individual students or small groups of students to help students add more details about action in their stories.

Number Line 0-20

3. Birthday Number Line – Make a large number line with numbers 0 to 31 (big enough for students to stand on). You can draw on the sidewalk with sidewalk chalk, use the tiles on the floor, use tape on the carpet, etc.  Call a few students at a time to stand on their birthday date. (Students may need the teacher to tell them their birthday)   Teacher Note:  Have a list of student birthdays ready prior to lesson.
Give the following directions:
· If your birthday date is greater than 20, sit down. If your birthday date is less than 20, sit down. If your birthday date is on the 20th, jump up and down.
· If your birthday date is between 3 and 7, put your hands in the air.  Ask, “How do you know?”
Call students by name to answer the questions:

· What number is 2 more than your birthday date?  Continue with (2 less, 1 more, 1 less).
· Is your number more or less than 20?  How many more or how many less? This may be a challenge for some if there is a big difference.  Encourage students to problem solve (point to their date and count on or back, ask a buddy, etc.  
4. Number Line 0-20 - Refer to the Teacher Guide for detailed directions.  With Part 2 Spin and Jump Game, Model game step by step prior to student pairs playing.

Note:  Make sure to include Math Talk & Promote Student Leaders as students share their solutions with all activities described above.

W1.3  Good writers work with their partner to act out what happened in their story.  Then they work to clearly write the action in the story.

The teacher explains that we have been working to add more to stories that we write.  Yesterday we worked to add more details by describing each tiny step of action on a page in our booklets by stopping to think after each step.  Another great way to tell more about the action is to get your partner to act out stories that you write to see if your partner can follow the action.  Often times, the writer will find places she needs to add more to the details about the action so her partner can act out what happened.  

The teacher calls up a student to act out the steps of her story.  The teacher reads the first page of her story slowly and has the student act out the action. 

Active Engagement:

After reading each page, the teacher asks students to turn to their partners and think if there are places the teacher can add more.  The teacher quickly adds more to her story from suggestions students have.  Then the teacher continues to read her story and have a student act out the action.

Students partner with their writing partner and take turns reading and acting out the action in stories.  Partners give each other feedback about places to add more to each other’s writing.

The teacher reads her story from yesterday to students.  After reading the story, the teacher asks students to turn to their partner and discuss places where the teacher could add how the characters in her story felt or what they thought.

Quick Model:

The teacher models adding more to her story after listening to student suggestions.

Independent Writing:

Students continue to write small moment stories.  The teacher confers with individuals and small groups of students.
