Giant Number Cards: Show students the number side and let them flash the number with their fingers. Then, try the dotted side. Have them flash without counting the dots. Do numbers 1-5 first, then 5-10.

Use whiteboard (demonstrate on smartboard)…students take even numbers and show equal shares. (2, 4, 6, 8, 10). For example, 1 + 1 = 2, 2 + 2 = 4, etc. Have them draw a line down the middle of their board and make equal shares.

Ask for students to make up a story using these numbers.

Demonstrate how to quickly find doubles by arranging counters into pairs.

Try to do doubles for odd numbers (5, 7, etc.) – Talk about odd and even numbers. Draw the odd numbers in dotted pairs to show that odd numbers do not have a buddy!

	Materials:

Introduction

We are going to be listening hard to the first sounds we hear in a word to help us write those words on paper.  Today we will be focusing on the main sounds we hear in words.

Teaching

Find a piece of writing (the piece you worked on as  a class) think aloud a few details you’d like to add to the story.

Tell the students to watch and listen as you write down the sounds you hear in the words.  Tell them that you will need their help later.  Model sounding out words and putting the main sounds on paper (Please - /p/. /l/ /s/.)  

Review the process you used to get the words on paper – did you notice that I said the word and wrote the sounds I heard at the beginning of the word then said the word again and wrote down what I heard next?

Active Engagement

Have the students help you with the next few words.  Ask individuals to help with beginning sounds and next sounds while writing.  Have them finish the words with a partner.

Link

Remind students that today’s lesson is all about hearing beginning sounds and recording them then listening to the sounds that come next.  Remind students to say the word once and write down the first sounds then repeat.

Conferring

Remind writers that we always have a message in our writing.  Focus on helping students put that message into words on their papers.

Closure

Share the writing of one student to the class get them excited about putting a lot of words on their papers (share a longer piece).  Encourage everyone to become excited about putting words on their paper.

Focus Question:

How can you balance the paper pencil on its point?

How can you balance a sharpened pencil on its point?
Estimated Time:

One Session (45 minutes – Whole Group) Practice balancing the pencil beforehand

Activity:

· Review with students how to make a stable system with the clothespins

· Introduce the pencil picture. Tell students that they need to balance this on the Popsicle stick 

· Students should test the balance by giving the picture a gentle push to test the stability.

· Tell students they will try to balance a real pencil. Introduce the cut wire. The students may attach the wire to the pencil but they cannot use it to tie or bind the pencil to the stick. Discuss SAFETY with the wire and appropriate usage.

· If students are having difficulty achieving balance, subtly show one or two students the technique and others will soon follow.

· Discuss how balance was achieved and how you can balance other things (p.11 discussion questions forks, cups etc.)

Integration Hints:

Balance other objects on string and Popsicle sticks. Set up a center where students can try to balance a variety of things. Turn the table upside down and tie two strings between the legs and have students investigate balancing objects.
Record in response journal what was learned about balance, motion, stability.  Add words to the word wall.  Write the words on the smartboard so that children can use them in their responses.
