Review that we select a topic that means a lot to us or a topic that we know a lot about.  Select a topic to write about that I know nothing about. After picking an appropriate topic, remind the children that we can tell the story through pictures.  Draw a quick sketch to tell the story

We have been learning a lot about reading and reading habits.  Recently we began learning about selecting “good fit” books.  Today will be reading a story that will cause us to think about the concept of “good fit.” As we read, we will be working with the key details in the text in order to comprehend what is happening.  In order to find these key details, we will ask questions before, during, and after we read the book. 

Teaching Point
 (1 minute)

Explicitly name the lesson’s objective in kid-friendly language.

When we comprehend a story, we are able to understand and make meaning of what is happening in the story. We make predictions, make connections, and ask and answer questions about a text before, during and after reading in order to comprehend.  

Teaching 

(4-6 minutes)

Model or demonstrate, explicitly tell, show an example, or facilitate student inquiry.

Remember when we were learning about “good fit” books?  We learned that good fit books are those that are not too easy and not too tough.  They are books whose topic, or purpose, fits us just right.  Today we are going to work to comprehend a story by asking questions before, during and after the reading of the book.

Introduce text (title, author, illustrator, text features, etc.)    Begin reading.

Read on a bit and again model how to think while reading. 

Guided Practice
(3-5 minutes)

Have students practice the strategy that has been demonstrated.

I am going to continue to read.  I want you to continue to listen carefully and attentively.   I will pause from time to time for you to think aloud directly about what is happening in the text.   Remember, we need to be thinking and talking about the text, not about what we did last weekend.   

If you have a question or think aloud about the text, I would like you to give me a silent cue.  If you give me a "thumbs up", I will know you are giving me a cue to pause.  I probably will not pause at all the cues I see. 

Continue to read aloud the story pausing at a few appropriate spots to allow students to talk about the text in order to comprehend.

Direct students to apply the demonstrated strategy

Allow children to use their book baskets to read their just right books.  Have them ask questions before, during, and after their reading.  Have some children share their questions that they had during the process of reading.
