In the past couple of weeks, we have been trying to tackle the tricky parts when reading.  We have been learning strategies or tricks that we can use when we are faced with hard parts.  Today we will continue to do that.   We will ask and answer questions about the text when reading and we will also tune into the repetitive text in the story to help us.  

	Sometimes when we read a story, we will find that it looks and sounds like the author is using the same or similar words over and over again.   If we think about this when we read a story and notice that words are being used over and over again, it can help us to not stumble on the tricky parts as much.   We may also find that we begin using some of these repeated words when we are speaking or writing.    

	Today we are going to read a silly story called Mrs. Wishy Washy. 

Teacher takes a silent picture walk.  Stop before the final page and tell students that there is a surprise ending you want to save for when you read the words in the text. 

Read the first 2-3 pages using your pointer to point to each word.  

Oh lovely mud, said the cow.  And she jumped in it.  Oh lovely mud, said the pig.  And she jumped in it. 
 Ask the students to think about what they notice about the words in the text.  

Use a text talk to speak aloud about the words discussing the repetitive text.  Model using highlighter tape to highlight the repetitive words on each page.   

You can use previous words that you read to help you with other tricky words that come up on the story.

Remind students that we have learned that we can spell words that we don’t know by stretching the word out to hear all of the sounds.  We can also use the roller coaster trick or the finger touch to help hear the sounds.  Today we are going to learn another strategy we can use to write words that we don’t know how to spell.  We are going to learn that we can use words that we do know how to write to help us write new words.  
Give all children a dry erase marker and board.  Write the word and on the board or use magnetic letters.  We know how to write and. If we can write and, then we can write band, stand, land.  Have children write these new words. The teacher explains that good writers have strategies for writing tricky words.  The teacher explains that good writers use familiar words to help them spell other words. Students will continue to write small moments using this new strategy of writing tricky words.

We have learned how to use the Rollercoaster Trick* to blend all of the sounds in a word.  We have also practiced blending the s with many different short vowel families.  Today we are going to continue blending the s with short vowel families, but we are also going to blend words that have a consonant after the s.  

	Consonant blends are two consonants that are next to each other.  Each consonant makes its own sound, but both sounds are heard closely together.  Today we are going to learn how to blend s with other consonants at the beginning of words.  I am going to teach you how to use a new strategy called Finger Tapping** to blend sounds in words that have an s with another consonant.

	In Miss Smith’s Incredible Storybook, Zack was surprised at how different his new teacher was compared with his other teachers.  I’m going to start by using the Rollercoaster Trick with Miss Smith’s last name.  

Model breaking up the sounds by touching the top of your shoulder, the top of your arm, the inside of your elbow, and then your wrist.

Now I will move my hand quickly down my arm (or rollercoaster) to blend the sounds.  Notice that you can hear the s and m sounds at the beginning of Miss Smith’s name.

Now I will show you how to finger tap the sounds.  I will touch each finger to my thumb in order to make each sound.  S  m  i  th.  Remember that the th letter pair, or digraph, counts as one sound. 
Now I will slide my thumb across my fingers to blend the sounds into a word: Smith. 

The principal stood in front of the class one morning when Miss Smith was running late.  I will show you how to finger tap the word stood. (s t oo d…stood)

-Another variation of this strategy is to blend all of the sounds by tapping all of the fingers to the thumb at once.  You can decide which way is easier for your students.

-If some of your students do not have the fine motor skills to do the Finger Tapping strategy, you can show them how to do the Finger Pop-up strategy.  ***  

-Keep in mind that since this is a phonemic awareness task, rather than a decoding task, it is important for the students to hear the word and practice blending the individual sounds in the word.  The word cards are included to display while you orally read the word to help students who might benefit from the visual cues, as well as for students who have already mastered the phonemic awareness skill and are ready to apply the skill to the written text.

	There are other words in this story that begin with consonant blends including s.  For example, the author said that, “The chaos was beginning to spill out into the halls.”  

I would like each of you to practice finger tapping the word spill.   Remember to touch each finger to your thumb for each sound.  Then slide your thumb across all of the fingers to blend the sounds to make the word. S  p  i  ll, spill.
Let’s try some other words from the book.  Turn to a partner to practice finger tapping the word stop.

Repeat for skid.

If there is time, you can have students practice other s consonant blends like spell, spot, snack, spin, sled, and small. 

	When you are trying to blend the sounds in a word, use the finger tapping strategy (or finger pop-up strategy) to help you blend the sounds in a word.  This is a helpful strategy to use when there are consonant blends in words.
