The line below means the same thing as the equals sign.

Review the anchor chart with recorded clue words to add or subtract.

Show the Vertical Form of Subtraction:

There were 8 bats altogether, then 3 bats flew away. There are 5 bats left. We can write this equation across like this and up and down like this.

Practice:

Have students create their own story problems and have the class solve together using equations in the vertical form.
