Writers, we have been learning a lot about how-to writing this week.  We have learned that there are lots of how-to texts all around us like recipe books, car manual, Candyland Game directions, and more.  Have children name the things that all How to books have. (How-to texts have a materials page, clear steps, pictures that teach, etc.)   Discuss with the children that they already know how to do a lot of things.  Discuss with them that last night I sat down and wrote down some things that I know how to do and would be able to teach others how to do them too.  Show my list: make a paper heart, draw a cube, make a peanut butter and jelly sandwich, make a glass of lemonade. After sharing my list, have children notice that I didn’t put anything on the list about how to mountain climb, how to change a tire, how to change the oil in an car.  Why do you think I didn’t include these things on my list? I did draw a quick sketch and jotted what I know how to do on the line beside each sketch of my brainstorming sheet.  

One way to make sure that you know enough about what you are teaching is to be able to tell the steps to someone else.  

Let me show you what I mean:  

When I make a paper heart, first I fold a piece of construction paper.

Then I trace a pointed half circle along the folded side of the construction paper.  Next I cut on the line.  Last I unfold the paper.  Discuss how easily I explained how to do that so I should keep that idea on my brainstorming sheet.
Have children turn and talk to a partner about some things that they know how to do with a partner.  After talking with a partner, children will jot down their ideas on a brainstorming page.  They should draw a quick sketch and a sentence that tells what they know how to do.

 Review the components of all How to books. What do all how to books have?  Explain to the children that I have one more thing I want to add to my brainstorm list of things I know how to do:  how to rub a leaf (this was done last week, but I think it would be a good idea to repeat it here).  Read the introductory sentence.  What do you think I am going to show you how to do?  How do you know?  Good how-to writers do something to prepare readers for what they are about to learn.  Good writers include an introduction page or introduction sentence within their how-to booklet naming what they will be teaching others how to do.  Show children the introductory sentence to one of the how to books.  This sentence tells me exactly what I am going to learn to do.  It seems that the introduction in how-to texts define the activity or item being made, give a reason for the activity or item, and set a purpose for reading.  Now I need you to help me.  I want to begin writing my how-to booklet teaching how to wash my hands.  Turn to your partner and share what you think I should include in my introduction sentence.  Give students time to respond.  After the turn and talk, say:

I heard many of you say that I should include how important it is to wash your hands because clean hands keep you from getting sick.  That is important information to include in my introduction.  I am going to write it now.  Model writing the following introduction within the booklet:
      Washing your hands is very important.  We should wash our hands to get rid of germs.  Read my book to find out how to wash your hands well.  
Give children time to write their own introductory sentence.  Have the children share with a partner beside them their sentence.  Be sure that each other’s partner can tell what the other is teaching out.

	Today I wanted to point out that in order to teach a lot with our how-to booklets, we need to include precise action words that describe EXACTLY what to do.  

	Instead of using words like ‘get’ or ‘put,’ writers use strong action words or verbs to describe what to do.  Let me show you what I mean.

Show students page 4 from Six Things to Make.  Explain that this how-to text, called “Flying Hearts-Denmark,” will teach us how to make a mobile heart.  Read from page 5 and think aloud the following:  Read form the SB file an example of directions that include actions words:  trace, cut, etc.
Wow, I can see that this writer uses strong action words like ‘trace’ and ‘cut.’ These words really describe exactly what the reader needs to do in order to follow this how-to text.

	 As we read, we will collect clues about a character, just like a detective collects clues!  We’ll chart everything we can learn about the character, the same way a detective writes down his clues so he can think about them! We will put the clues together to better understand the character. 

	Are you guys ready to be detectives now?  Alright, let’s get to it!

Read a few pages, stopping to allow time for students to write a clue on their sticky notes. You may want to elicit a couple of volunteers to share their clues as students write. Do this a couple of times. 

At the end, have students turn and tell their elbow partner which clues they collected while you listen in.  Afterwards, recap some of the great ideas you heard.

(Alignment Lesson: Tens Anyone?)—We will group numbers by tens and ones
Vocabulary: 
· Shoes: Pose the question, “How can we count how many shoes are in our classroom in some way that is quicker/more efficient than counting by ones?”  Try a few suggestions (no matter if they are difficult).  Discuss what worked well and what didn’t.  If counting by tens is not suggested, you suggest it and try it (yes, students will need to take off their shoes and group by tens – make the groupings like a ten frame).  Ask someone to count.  If it is by ones, don’t interrupt.  Ask for someone to count another way.  You may get by fives and then by tens.  Discuss which is more efficient and why.  Determine the number of tens and leftovers/extras/ones and record on the board (__ tens and ___ ones).  Write the total number.  Example:  5 tens and 4 ones.  54 shoes.
· How Many Pockets in our Class: Ask, “How many pockets do you think we are wearing today?” Allow time for students to think and then ask for estimates. Place a tub of cubes at each table. Tell students to put one cube in each of their pockets (teacher does the same).  Place all the extras in the tubs and collect the tubs. Teacher removes all cubes from pockets, snaps them together, counts the cubes and states the number. Ask students to do the same. Ask students to compare their tower of cubes to the others at their table.  Circulate and listen to the language - more, less, same. Make the statements below. Students hold up their tower of cubes if it fits the statement:

· You have 5 cubes in your tower.  Compare with others holding up their tower to see if all are the same.

We have been reading like a detective. We have collected clues all week about our characters’ actions, words and feelings.  Today, just like the best detectives in the world, we are going to look at our clues to think more deeply about our characters.

	When we really get to know our characters, we can slip into their minds and imagine what that character is thinking!  Sometimes, it’s easy to do this because we can personally connect to the character.  Other times, we’ll need all of our clues to think about what a character is probably thinking.

	All week we have read different Frog and Toad stories and collected clues about their actions, words, and feelings.  Today, I am going to show you how to look at those clues and make the characters come to life by imagining what they must be thinking, just like you and I.  

Model using your magnifying glass to scrutinize the clues from “Springtime” on the anchor chart you created earlier in the unit.  Your modeling might sound something like this (underlined parts would be the clues you wrote on sticky notes):

 At first, Toad was excited about springtime but Frog didn’t want to get out of bed.  Frog seemed grumpy when he said, “Blah!” But Toad kept yelling and even went looking for his friend because springtime is important to Toad. 

When I think about these clues, Toad was excited but Frog was grumpy, I’ll bet Toad was thinking, ‘Come on Frog!  The weather is beautiful!  Stop being so grumpy and let’s play!’  Frog was probably thinking, ‘Leave me alone, Toad!’ (If you have or make speech bubble sticky notes, you could place them next to the characters in the book.)  You may even want the children to act out as if they were the characters.  What would they say?  How would they sound?
Model another set of clues from this story in the same way if time permits.
