Guide them to a subtraction sentence with these starters: How may did I start with? (8) How many do you see? (5) How many hidden?  (3) Write the number sentence 8-5=3. Because the cubes for the unknown part are left hidden behind the back (when doing these problems) encourage children to think about the hidden part – What goes with the part I see to make it whole? 
· In the problem above, the whole tower of cubes is 8, and 3 are removed. The students are likely to think in terms of “5 and what make 8?” or “What goes with 5 to make 8?” This mental activity is “thinking with addition” instead of the “count what’s left” approach. Write the number sentence 5+3=8 on the board.  Ask students how the addition and subtraction number sentences are alike and different.

· Complete the “Connecting Addition and Subtraction” page on the SB file.

· Look at the pool problem on the SB file. Note the key words in the story problem. Go to the next slide to show how to draw the total first, then draw a break-apart line and then cross out one of the partners to find your answer. Point out that crossing them out is better than erasing because then you won’t remember what was there.

· Solve the story problem about apples on the SB file.

· Emphasize that subtraction starts with the total and you are subtracting one partner to get the other partner. Work together through some of the problems on the WB page.

Challenge students to position the picture on the end of ta craft stick taped to their desk so that the picture balances on the pencil point.  Allow students to experiment with making the pencil balance. Once all are successful, discuss:  Where did you put the clothespins to get a stable system?  Could you get a stable system using no clothespins?  One pin?  2 pins?
Where did you place the counterweight to get a stable position?

Now that your are experts on balance ad stability it is time to move on to the subject of motion.  Today we will build things that move.  Ask children if they know what a top is.  Today we will build a top and watch it in motion.  Talk about the meaning of motion.  Show an example of each item as you describe the challenge of building a top.  Tell students that everyone  will get a shaft, 2 small disks, and 2 large disks.  Their jog is to find out how to put the materials together to make a good top.  Point out that the disks have little circular marks on one side. Tell students that the shafts will be easier to push through the disks from that side.  Walk around while the children are building their top.  Ask questions:  Did you make a top?  What did you use to make your top?  How do you know when you have made a top?  How do you get your top to start moving?  How does a top move when it is working?  What kind of motion does a top make when it is going?  After children have time to experiment, call the group back together and reask the above questions.  Tell students:  When something turns in circles or goes around and around a lot times, we say it is spinning or rotating.  Tops rotate on an axis.  (in this case the shaft)  Real world application:  Can you name some things that rotate or spin?  Ask the children:  What is the best design for a top that spins a long time?  What is the best design for a top that spins fast?  Does it make a difference if you use the big or small disks? What happens to a top when it goes fast?  When it goes slow?  
Students will write what they learned about making tops in their response journals.  Reinforce the vocabulary words.
