“Readers have Reading Identities and Share Them to Build Community/ Who Am I as A Reader?”
Day 1
Sharing my favorite book
· Bring in my favorite book and read

· Share special memories about my book

· Encourage children to talk about special books they may have

· Tell children to bring in their favorite books tomorrow (show typed up note to go home)

· Before sending kids off, show book bins on tables and tell them to read one book at a time, and quietly

Day 2
Sharing our favorite books (GR p. 68-69)
· Have kids sit in circle and lay books out in front of them

· Ask, “What do you notice about the books we’ve brought in?” and discuss reading identities

· Have 2 kids share books and talk about their reading identities

· Remind children about reading quietly and read one book at a time

· Review handling books

· Have kids put books away on special shelf labeled, “Check out Our Class Favorites”

· Mid-workshop teaching point: When you hear me say, “Readers stop and look”

· End of workshop: Have 2 more kids share their books at carpet

Day 3
Favorite reading memories (GR p. 71-75)
· 2 kids share their favorite books

· Thinking about memories, making a sketch to help me picture my memory

· Sketch memory of me reading on the sandy lake shore and discuss

· Close your eyes and see if you can make a picture in your head of your best reading memory.

· Turn to the person sitting next to you and share your memory

· Listen in and pick one child to share their reading memory

· Hand out half sheets of paper and have kids make sketch of their reading memories

· When they are done, they can read quietly from book baskets at their tables

· End of workshop: kids share their sketches

· Put pictures on bulletin board

Day 4
Who am I as a reader? (GR p. 76)

· Have 2 more kids share favorite books

· Tastes as readers, like tastes with food, we all have different tastes (use kids favorites as examples)

· We can think about the kind of books that we like to read (share examples of my favorites and talk about similarities)

· When we read today, think about the books you are reading and notice what kinds of books you are really interested in.

· Remind children of reading voice (library voices) and attention signal

· End of workshop: Kids share their interests
