Word Work
*Students should have their word work journal, agenda, and a pencil*

1. Check Roll- Introductions

2. Go over Word Work rules for entering, exiting, and showing LEAD

3. Introduce feature sort headings on a chart (they are in bold and/or listed at the top)

4. Show and discuss sample words for each (also in bold)

5. Work with the group to sort the remaining words by feature

6. Students copy this completed sort into their word work journals

7. Hand out small sort sheets. Students will staple or glue these into their agendas.

8. Hand out large sort sheets. Students will cut and put the words in their envelopes. 

9. If you have time, practice how to do different word sorts.

Regular Sort: lay out headings and sort words by feature

Speed Sort: lay out headings and sort as quickly as you can

Blind Sort: put headings away and sort words into groups as needed by feature

Partner Sort: lay out headings, have a partner call out a word, you say which sort it should go into, your partner shows the word to check if you’re right

Memory Sort: turn all your cards upside down, choose two words and if they belong in the same feature sort you have a match!
