World Enivronments:

	Mural Scenery:
Have pictures of animals from each environment cut out and laminated. Have students discuss what the habitat looks like and have students construct a mural of the environment. Then have students place appropriate animals and plants inside the mural. 
	Research/Pass the Lotus:
Have students explore non-fiction books on an environment. In groups, have students pass the lotus around. Each student can fill in one or two squares with facts about the specific environment/habitat. 

	FQR: Fact/Question/Response
Have students complete a 3-column FQR chart about an environment or a specific animal that lives in the environment. This usually works best if you do it in 2 or 3 days. Under “F” have students write all of the facts that they already know about the environment/animal. Under “Q” have students write questions that they have about the topic. Then under “R” have students write the answers (responses) to their questions. 
	Affinty/light vote (don’t know if I spelled that right!):
Do an affinity diagram/light vote on what animal students like best out of the environment. 

	Plan a Trip:
Have students plan a trip to the specific environment. First, discuss the weather/climate and location. Second, on a suitcase, have students draw and label what they would need to pack to visit their location. Third, have students fill-in with colors or use construction paper to complete a person outline with the type of clothes they would need to wear. Fourth, have students plan an itinerary of what they would see while on their trip – places, animals, tours, etc. (have students include specific times 3:00, 3:30). 
	Descriptive Bubble Map:
Using a bubble map, students can come up with many words to describe an environment. (Desert: hot, sweaty, dry, etc.)

	Animal Poems:
Using a favorite animal or an animal they researched, students can write a descriptive poem about their animal.
	Fishbone Research:
Have students work in groups to complete a fishbone about an environment: Plants, Animals (land and water), Weather, ________, (can’t think of another sorry!!!)
